Welcome one and all to our celebration of Corpus Christi (the Body and Blood of  

Jesus) here at Our Lady of the Mountains Catholic Church. We are delighted that you 

joined us for Mass, especially when you are on vacation.

As 

Paul says, in the Christian life we go by faith and not by sight (2 Corinthians 5:7). We 

need to be humble and be open to God performing a miracle every day in this church. 

Can you be humble enough to admit that you do not know it all, and that not knowing 

it all it is possible for bread and wine to become the Body and Blood of Jesus while 

keeping the same appearance? When you submit to God you will not lose anything, 

you will gain everything. 

My simple prayer for each one of us is that we come to faith in Jesus in the Blessed 

Sacrament. And may we grow in love with Jesus each and every day going forward.

We are all stewards of the resources, abilities, and opportunities that God has entrusted to our 

care. One day, each one of us will be called to give an account of how we have managed the 

gifts that God has bestowed upon us. As Catholic Christians in the 21st century, it is important 

that we embrace a biblical view of stewardship. This view goes beyond parish budgets or  

building projects and connects everything we do with what God is doing in the world. 

  

This biblical view is characterized by our need to give, rather than giving to specific needs. Its 

motivation is centered in thanksgiving for the gifts God has generously bestowed on us and our 

obligation to give back of our time, talent, and treasure. The celebration of the Holy Eucharist, 

which summarizes the whole mystery of our redemption, is centered in sacrifice and  

thanksgiving. Therefore, the time after Communion is very sacred and should be used as an  

opportunity for quiet reflection and thanksgiving. 

  

It is for these reasons that I have decided to discontinue the second collection for church  

preservation, in order that we may not be interrupted during this sacred moment. Because the 

church preservation collection will no longer be taken up, I ask that you be especially generous 

with your donations to the general collection. The day-to-day operation of our parish, the  

upkeep and preservation of the parish facilities and the growth of our parish community  

absolutely depend on it. Remember that God will never be outdone in generosity!
