Did you notice? 

Offertory Collections 

You may have noticed that the way we do the collection has changed.  Immediately after bringing up the basket, two ushers 

take the collection to the sacristy to seal in a money-bag, sign it, and put it in the safe.  Beforehand, we left the basket at the 

foot of the altar until after the mass was over and then the ushers would move it to the safe in the same manner.  Why the 

change?  One obvious reason is safetyðin a parish our size someone could easily walk off with the basket if the ushers were 

delayed after mass.  The General Instruction of the Roman Missal, the church document which guides us in the celebration of 

the mass, also says this about the offertory procession: ñThe offerings are then brought forwardé money or other gifts for the 

poor or for the Church, ...given their purpose, they are to be put in a suitable place away from the Eucharistic 

table.ò (par 73)  Ultimately, there is more than one reason of the Church asking us to have the money away from the altar (i.e. 

bad symbolism of money and the Eucharist together), but also to ensure that we are being good stewards of the money you 

give us and ensure that it doesnôt walk away!
