STATIONS OF THE CROSS- We will pray 

the Stations of the Cross every Friday 
evening during Lent at 7:00 P.M. in 
the church.  It will be followed by 
Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament, except 
on Good Friday (April 19) when it will be 
followed by a Taize prayer service on the 
ñSeven Last Words of Christò.  The Stations were first instituted 
by the Franciscans to help the faithful to travel with Jesus on the 
Way of the Cross without having to actually be there in the 
Holy Land.  Why not make the Stations of the Cross a part of 
your own encounter with Christ this Lent?
