2. Inadequate Amount of Spacé The diocesan policy is that all priests work toward three masses per weeken
If we did that now, and if all the Masses were held at St. Paul, the larger of the two churches, we would be at
capacity.

3. Growing Communityd St. John Paul 1l Parish has been blessed with a growing community of faith in recen
years. Our parish has increased to more than 1,200 families and approximately 3,000 members.

4. Decline in Clergyd For the first time in our recent history we will have more parishes than priests. There is
dwindling number of active priests and at the same time, our parishes continue to experience growth annuall
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St. John Paul Il has begun planning
for the construction of a new Church
which will hold up to 710 parishion-
ers, with the ability to expand up to
1,150 parishioners. This part of the
project will be addressed first to allow
our parish community to unite and
begin worshiping as one family
should, together. We are overjoyed
with the amount of support we are
receiving from our parishioners for
these plans.

The new St. John Paul Il parish
church will provide opportunities for
the spirit, mind and bodyhe new
