FROM THE PASTOR

“Therefore whoever thinks he is standing secure should take
care not to fall.” 1 Cor. 10:12

What kind of relationship do you think you have with our
Lord? How often do you pray? Do you go to confession? Do
you read a few verses of the Bible each day? Do you go to
weekly Mass? How well do you treat other people? Are you
kind, forgiving, compassionate? These are some of the
questions that can describe our relationship with Our Lord. St.
Paul warns us not to slip into sinful patterns or behaviors. He
warns us about not taking for granted the relationship we have
with him. In the gospels there are people who say we called
you “Lord, Lord,” we were in your company but Our Lord
responds; “I do not know you.”

Lent is the time to reassess to examine; are we living our lives
the way God wants us to live them? Try to find some time
when you can be alone with him, even if it is in the car with
the radio turned off. Give our Lord a few minutes of your day.
Tell him how things are going. Tell him your fears,
frustrations, hopes, dreams. Tell him what is important to you.
He wants to hear from you!!
