THE MOST  
HOLY TRINITY  

Godôs acts of goodness to the human family are 
actions of all three Persons. Their goodness 

overflows into the spiritual health of the whole human family, for 
we are made in the image of God. The Father provided all the 
means necessary for us to render glory to Godôs divine goodness. 
The Son, who came into this world, made our nature higher than 
the angels. In becoming human, Our Lord took our likeness and 
gave us His so that we may enjoy the treasure of eternal life. The 
Spirit, who came to enliven the Apostles who formed the true 
Church, continues to give us life through divine love. No one can 
possibly imagine or understand the union of the Persons of the 
Trinity. Thus, Jesus does not call us to the identical union of the 
Trinity, but we ought to be united together as purely and perfectly 
as possible in holy love. For through and in Christ we participate 
in the Trinityôs divine love that makes us children of God. The 
children of the world are all separated one from the other, as their 
hearts are in different places. On the other hand, the children of 
God, having their hearts ówhere their treasure isô, have but one 
treasure which is the same God. They are always joined and 
united together by Godôs love. Our Savior has restored us all 
equally, and without exception made us like to Himself. 
Therefore, ought we not to have a warm and genuine love for this 
divine semblance in our neighbor? We are not called to love 
anything evil in our neighbor, only this image and likeness of 
God. Let us cherish, then, being Godôs children who strive to be 
united in a similar way as the three Persons of the Trinity, whose 
overflowing divine love nurtures and transforms the whole 
human family.

Feast Day June 21st. 

 
Aloysius Gonzaga, S.J. (1568-1591) was an Italian aristocrat who 
became a member of the Society of Jesus.  While still a student at 
the Roman College, he died as a result of caring for the victims of 
an epidemic.  He was beatified in 1605, and canonized in 1726.  
In 1729 Pope Benedict declared Aloysius to be the patron saint of 
young students.  In 1926 he was named patron of all Christian 
youth by Pope Pius XI.  Owing to the manner of his death, he has 
always been considered a patron saint of plague victims. 
 
Dear Christian youth, you were a  
faithful follower of Christ in the  
Society of Jesus. You steadily strove 
for perfection while generously serving  
the plague-stricken. Help our youth  
Today who are face with a plague of  
false cults and false gods. Show them 
how to harness their energies and to  
us them for their own and othersô  
fulfillment - which will redound to the  
greater glory of God.  Amen.
