Note from Pastor:  
 
The gift of the Sacrament of Penance helps us in so many ways. It 
is the door that re-establishes us on the path to the Kingdom when 
we commit serious sins. After baptism, the Sacrament of Penance 
is the ordinary and expected means by which serious sins are  
forgiven in our life. 
It also is one of the ways in which our venial sins and smaller 
faults can be healed.  The Catechism of the Catholic Church, in 
paragraph 1458, explains: 
“Without being strictly necessary, confession of everyday 
faults (venial sins) is nevertheless strongly recommended 
by the Church.  Indeed the regular confession of our venial 
sins helps us form our conscience, fight against evil  
tendencies, let ourselves be healed by Christ and progress 
in the life of the Spirit. By receiving more frequently through 
this sacrament the gift of the Father's mercy, we are spurred 
to be merciful as he is merciful. 
Pope Francis has recently encouraged all of us to receive this  
Sacrament regularly, and indeed, he goes to confession twice a 
month.  He memorably said that “God never tires of granting us 
his mercy. We get tired of asking, but he never tires of forgiving 
us!” 
Remember the regular confession times in our parishes and make 
use of them often!

Quiz Question Answer: 
D) Music is a priceless treasure in the Church.  The Scriptures 
include praise and worship songs that date back to the days of  
Moses and King David (see CCC, 1156-8). 

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 The cathedral is a treasure in a diocese and in our tradition. It is not 
simply a “big church,” as some say; some parish churches are larger. 
What makes a cathedral is the presence of the chair, called a cathedra 
(Latin for seat) reserved for the bishop. 
 There are many instances in our country of a local church (diocese) 
outgrowing a cathedral. In Baltimore and St. Louis, the former cathedrals 
are historic treasures in the heart of the old city, but new and larger 
structures now function as the seat of the bishop. 
 When a bishop dies or retires, it is said that “the seat is vacant,” and 
when the new bishop is installed, the central ritual is the moment when 
the decree of the Holy Father is read and the new bishop is escorted to the 
cathedra. No one but the bishop sits in the cathedra during a ritual, but in 
Los Angeles the cathedra in the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels is 
accessible, and no one seems to mind when a visitor tries the cathedra 
out for the bishop’s point of view.
