ñTHERE IS A NEED. WHAT WILL YOU DO?ò 

In the Gospel reading about the Parable of the Good Samaritan (Lk 
10: 25-37), we see a great snap shot of exactly what kind of person 
Jesus wants us to be. What exactly did the Good Samaritan do? Well 
the Good Samaritan puts himself out there; he goes out of his way, to 
save a half-dead traveler, someone he doesnôt know, and someone 
who in reality despises him (Jews and Samaritans had been long time 
enemies). This means that he first, took a huge risk. A lot of Palestini-
anôs who were thieves would play dead or injured on the road to trick 
passer buys and then jump up to rob them. So, the Samaritan was 
taking a huge risk going from Jericho to Jerusalem in the midst of 
some dangerous territory. Besides putting himself out there, second, 
this was costing him. The Good Samaritan had to use up his own oil 
and wine to treat the wounds of the injured man. He then had to 
leave money with the innkeeper to cover expenses. Third, it was in-
convenient. The Samaritan was on the road for business and didnôt 
have time to stop at the scene of an accident and delay his trip to take 
the injured man to safety. In short, the whole thing was really a bad 
investment, practically speaking. But, there was a need and Christianôs 
know what they are supposed to do. We are called to take risks, be 
generous and make sacrifices. That is what I believe Christ does for us 
- just look up at any crucifix. Now we are called to do the same for 
those in need: take risks; be generous; be willing to sacrifice.

mercy? ñWho is my neighbor?ò (Luke 10:29). The next per-
son we see who needs hands-on mercy! No conditions, no 

limits, no exceptions. Especially in this Jubilee Year of Mer-
cy, Jesus commands, ñGo and do likewiseò (10:37).

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Rite of Christian initiation of adults  

For whom is RCIA?  

Ý Unbaptized adults who wish to learn about the Catholic Church and her teachings with an openness to 

becoming Roman Catholic; 

Ý Baptized Christians for other faith communities who wish to learn more about  the Catholic Church and 

her teachings with an openness to becoming Roman Catholic. 

Ý Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church, but have not completed Initiation with the Sacra-

ments of Confirmation and Holy Communion. 

The RCIA Process:  

Through a series of weekly sessions on Tuesday evening beginning in September, inquirers are given the op-

portunity to learn about the one, holy, catholic, and apostolic faith of the Catholic Church and deepen their 

relationship with God in prayer and worship at holy Mass.  

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults is a process by which a person who, after hearing the mystery of 

Christ proclaimed, consciously and freely seek the triune God with a sincere heart and enters the Catholic 

Church. The RCIA process finds its roots in the life of the early Church, when those seeking to enter the 

Church were slowly and systematically introduced into the rich sacramental, spiritual and prayerful traditions 

of the Catholic Church with the help and support of the local church community.  

Is there any commitment by starting the process?  

Absolutely not. God has given each person the gift of free will and the Catholic Church respects that and will 

not pressure you in the slightest .
