Hearing Godôs voice amid the complexity of life can be difficult, but not im-
possible. I was at a little league base ball game. There were kids running 
around everywhere. Parents at various ball fields cheering their childôs team 
on; people in the stands talking about what was going on in their lives. Noise 
everywhere. One of the kids, who had been doing badly, was up to bat. Her 
mother began to encourage her. The child heard her motherôs voice, 
breathed in confidence and hit a ball that got her on second base. All the 
people doing other things stopped for a moment and the crowd went crazy. 
Not being distracted by all the noise around us is key. For there is the noise 
of the world, the noise of those around us and even the noise we create in 
our heads and hearts that are constantly pulling us in one direction or anoth-
er. In the spiritual life, it is about listening to hear Godôs voice; a gentle, en-
couraging, piercing voice that is constantly cheering us on. Godôs gentle 
voice tenderly loving that part of our lives hardened by hurt. Godôs constant 
encouragement wanting to love that part of our lives hardened by people 
that have torn us down. Godôs piercing voice wanting to love those deepest, 
darkest parts of our lives. So, whatever our pain, hurt, anger, disappoint-
ment or frustration that naturally hardens our hearts, listening for Godôs 
whisper can make all the difference. Take time to hear his voice. Breathe in 
Godôs graces. Then be prepared to hit the ball like you never have before. 
The crowds will go crazy.
