Two new saints and intercessors for the Gospel of Life! 

 

Today, October 14th, is a momentous and joyous day in 

the life of the Church, since Pope Francis has 

canonized Pope St. Paul VI (1897 – 1978) and St. 

Óscar Romero (1917 – 1980) along with four other 

saints. Since October is Respect Life month, I would 

like to focus on Pope St. Paul VI and St. Óscar Romero 

and what they teach us about the dignity of the human 

person, created in the image and likeness of God. 

 

Giovanni Montini became Pope Paul VI on June 21, 

1963 following the death of Pope St. John XXIII, who 

had called for the convening of the Second Vatican 

Council a year prior. Needless to say, Pope St. Paul VI 

had a major task ahead of him to shepherd the Church 

through the remaining conciliar sessions and 

implement conciliar directives. Pope St. Paul VI is also 

well known for his 1968 encyclical Humanae Vitae, 

which reaffirmed the Church’s constant teaching 

against artificial contraception while supporting 

responsible parenthood in what would be called 

“Natural Family Planning” (NFP). The encyclical was 

controversial at the time and remains countercultural 

today, but it was also prophetic in its predictions of the 

breakdown of the family, the rise of abortion and 

attacks against the dignity of women. Describing God’s 

gift of marriage, Pope St. Paul VI teaches us that 

“husband and wife, through that mutual gift of 

themselves, which is specific and exclusive to them 

alone, develop that union of two persons in which they 

perfect one another, cooperating with God in the 

generation and rearing of new lives” (HV 8). 

 

St. Óscar Romero was the archbishop of San Salvador 

from 1977 until his murder in 1980. He was well 

known for his piety, commitment to the poor and 

condemnation of El Salvador’s oppressive and violent 

government. Describing the state of the Church in El 
Salvador, Romero said that “that part of the church has 

been attacked and persecuted that put itself on the side 

of the people and went to the people's defense. Here 

again we find the same key to understanding the 

persecution of the church: the poor.” While celebrating 

Mass at the Hospital de la Divina Providencia in 1980, 

a gunman shot and killed Romero, and almost 

immediately the people recognized him as a martyr 

who saw Christ amid the suffering poor.
