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FROM FATHER CHUCK’S DESK 
We have a challenging text to hear in the Gospel today as Jesus speaks of division rather than 

peace.  This one we call the Prince of Peace seems to be touting the opposite.  The division of 
which he speaks is not only in families but in our churches & communities, in our country & many 
parts of the world.  The fire Jesus was to set on earth is not a destructive one, but a purifying one.  
The “narrow gate” which is spoken of in the gospels is not narrow to make it difficult but, to make 
us focus:  What are the teachings of Jesus Christ?  What do I believe?  What affect does that be-
lief have on my daily life?  Do I follow the leanings of a political or social group, or do I strive to 
follow the gospels?  What values do I embrace as a result of my beliefs?  These kinds of ques-
tions refine us, give us pause to see whether we are true.  The people in Jeremiah’s day were un-
comfortable with his message, grounded in their so-called faith, because he was calling them to 
listen to the Lord and trust in him.  When we hear the call of Jesus to care for the poor, welcome 
the stranger and let go of our moneybags that “wear out”, trusting in the treasure that God gives, it 
can cause lots of turmoil in our lives individually and communally.  It also presents an opportunity 
to fine tune our own desires and surrender them into God’s will for us all.  

I want to get back to you about the issue of the city parking lot across Second Street from the 
Cathedral.  As you know, there is an effort to possibly purchase that land by a private developer 
and I testified before the Reno City Council about how often that lot gets used by those coming to 
church & others in our community for events along the river.  The council was not inclined to hear 
the concerns I raised as being large enough to deny an option to buy to Jacobs Entertainment.  
They’ve been given a -year option that keeps the parking lot open for the time being and allows 
Jacobs Entertainment to present a plan for purchase within the next two years.  A representative 
of Jacobs Entertainment told me that they intend to consider our parking concerns, but I’m not 
sure what that means.  Please continue to monitor this matter with me as it moves forward.  

As always, we welcome our visitors among us and pray that your time in Reno is restful and 
enjoyable & that you have a safe journey home.  I hope that all of us are enjoying these summer 
days.  Even though many are back in school, there still are lots of good-weather days remaining 
to enjoy.  I’ll be going to Ashland, Oregon this week for a few days to enjoy some of their excellent 
theater. 

Remember to keep Sunday, September 22nd in the afternoon open on your calendar for our 
parish picnic to be held right here.  It will be a nice time for us to relax together and enjoy each 
other.  Thank you to the Women of Saint Thomas Aquinas, the Knights of Columbus and the 
Charismatic Prayer Group, La Sagrada Familia, who will be providing main dishes and salads.  
The rest of us are to bring desserts to share.

Hoy tenemos que escuchar un texto desafiante en el Evangelio cuando Jesús habla de división 

en lugar de paz.  Este que llamamos el Príncipe de la Paz parece estar ostentando lo contrario.  
La división de la que habla no es sólo en las familias, sino en nuestras iglesias y comunidades, 
en nuestro país y en muchas partes del mundo.  El fuego que Jesús iba a poner en la tierra no es 
destructivo, sino purificador.  La "puerta estrecha" de la que se habla en los evangelios no es es-
trecha para dificultarnos el seguir la fe, sino para hacernos enfocar en: ¿Cuáles son las enseñan-
zas de Jesucristo?  ¿En qué creo?  ¿Qué afecto tiene lo que creo en mi vida diaria?  ¿Sigo las 
inclinaciones de un grupo político o social o me esfuerzo por seguir los evangelios?  ¿Qué valo-
res vivo como resultado de mis creencias?  Este tipo de preguntas nos refinan, nos dan una pau-
sa para ver si somos verdaderos.  El pueblo de la época de Jeremías se sentía incómodo con su 
mensaje, basado en su supuesta fe, porque los estaba llamando a escuchar al Señor y a confiar 
en él.  Cuando escuchamos la llamada de Jesús de cuidar a los pobres, dar la bienvenida al ex-
traño y dejar ir nuestros sacos de dinero que "se desgastan", confiando en el tesoro que Dios nos 
da, puede causar mucha agitación en nuestras vidas, tanto individual como comunitariamente.  
También presenta la oportunidad de afinar nuestros propios deseos y entregarlos a la voluntad de 
Dios por todos nosotros. 

Quiero ponerlos al día sobre el estacionamiento de la ciudad al cruzar la calle Segunda desde 
la Catedral.  Como saben, hay una empresa privada que quiere comprar ese lote, yo atestigüe 
ante el Concejo Municipal de la Ciudad de Reno sobre la frecuencia con la que ese lote es utiliza-
do por quienes vienen a la iglesia y por la comunidad para eventos a lo largo del río.

El concejo ha dado una opción 
de dos años que mantiene el estacionamiento abierto por el momento y permite a Jacobs Enter-
tainment presentar un plan de compra dentro de este tiempo.  Un representante de Jacobs Enter-
tainment me dijo que tienen la intención de considerar nuestras inquietudes referentes al estacio-
namiento en su planificación, pero no estoy seguro de lo que esto significa.  Por favor, continúe 
monitoreando este asunto conmigo a medida que este avanza.

Reno sea tranquila y agradable y sobre todo que regresen con bien a casa.  Espero que todos 
disfrutemos estos días de verano.  A pesar de que muchos están de regreso a la escuela todavía 
hay muchos días restantes de buen clima para disfrutar.
