Easter, Jubilee, & a Reflection of Omnipotence & Mercy

Rather than being a sign of weakness, Godôs mercy is a sign of Godôs omnip-

otence. The Paschal Triduum displays this marvelously. In Godôs ñweakest 

moment,ò suffering and dying on the cross, God does more than we could 

ever do: God defeats sin and death. As the apostle Paul says, Christ crucified 

reveals that the ñweakness of God is stronger than human strength.ò 

Here we also see that Godôs justice and mercy are not two contradictory reali-

ties. Jesusô sacrifice reveals that justice and mercy are but two facets of the 

one reality of Godôs love. On Holy Thursday, in tying his Passion to the institu-

tion of the Eucharist, Jesus said that his body and blood are given for us for 

the forgiveness of sins. This mercy is not abstract. It is real, active and con-

crete. This mercy is costly. The blood of God was spilled for us. 

On that last night with his disciples, Jesus also gave the ñnew commandmentò 

ðñlove one another, as I have loved you.ò This is a love that goes beyond 

loving oneôs neighbor as oneôs self. It is loving oneôs neighbor more than oneôs 

self, as Jesus did in laying down His life for us. 

Whether it is giving to the poor, defending the persecuted, accepting the re-

jected, welcoming marginalized and outcast, or simply letting go when some-

one wrongs us, living out the mercy that is love always costs us something, 

just as it does for God. In every act of mercy we sacrifice something of our-

selves. As we pass through the Triduum this year, especially in this Jubilee 

Year of Mercy, may we follow in the footsteps of Jesus, who is the face of the 

Fatherôs mercy. Be merciful, as your heavenly Father is merciful.
