We won't just be swept along in a
stream of indifferent, lukewarm people who are more
interested in maintaining the status quo than in living a life
that bears witness to the truth.
In today's Old Testament reading, Joshua speaks about
choices to the Jewish people. He urges them, and us, "Decide
today whom you will serve." And then, he courageously
declares, ""As for me and my household, we will serve the
LORD." May we have the courage of Joshua to make the
right decision and stay faithful to the Lord.
