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Second Sunday in Ordinary Time 

  Anointing of the Sick 

 
 

The Sacrament of the Sick, aka the anointing of the Sick, is a Sacrament that shows Godôs healing  
power. I am sad that this Sacrament is celebrated so infrequently as a communal celebration. Most  
of the time I celebrate this Sacrament in a hospital room or in a quiet, small gathering of people.  
The fullest expression of this Sacrament occurs when it is celebrated during a Mass. When it is  
celebrated during the Mass, it reminds us to pray for those who are sick and that the Sacrament  
represents the community praying for those who are sick.  
 
The Sacrament of the Sick has a few essential parts to it. The first part is the Oil of the Sick. The  
anointing of a person with oil reminds us of the soothing power of oil and its healing properties.  

As oil is poured, it gets all over everything and covers everything.  
In ancient times oil was used as a medicine, for preparation in  
battle, and for general hygiene. After bathing, people would anoint 
themselves with oil to protect their skin. The second main part of  
the Sacrament of the Sick is the laying on of hands. The laying on  
of hands represents the power of the Holy Spirit coming upon that  
person. The last part of the Sacrament is the forgiveness of sins.  
The rite recommends that anyone who wishes to receive the  
Sacrament celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation beforehand. 
Obviously that is not always possible. The Sacrament of the Sick 
renews the baptismal promises of the sick person and forgives all 
forgivable sins. Thus it frees the person from anything holding  
them bound.  
 

Next week will be our communal celebration of the Sacrament of the Sick. Anyone who is chronically 
ill, brought down by age, going in for surgery, or is very ill can receive the Sacrament. This includes 
mental illness and psychological issues. In the case of chronically ill people, they are allowed to receive 
the Sacrament anytime the illness gets worse. The Sacrament in not intended only for the dying. If you 
know people who are in our parish who are homebound, ill, or cannot normally come to Mass, please let 
me know. We want to try and reach out and invite as many people who could use this Sacrament to 
come next weekend. Let us celebrate the healing presence of Christ.
