          CATECHETICAL SUNDAY  -  2017  

         

This year the Church celebrated Catechetical Sunday 
on September 17th, and focuses on the theme “Living as 
Missionary Disciples.” Those whom the community has 
designated to serve as catechists will be called forth to be 
commissioned for their ministry. Catechetical Sunday is a 
wonderful opportunity to reflect on the role that each person 
plays, by virtue of Baptism, in handing on the faith and being a 
witness to the Gospel. Catechetical Sunday is an opportunity 
for all to rededicate themselves to this mission as a community 
of faith. 

This year’s theme reminds us that we are the present 
day disciples of Christ. “The disciple of Christ must not only 
keep the faith and live on it, but also profess it, confidently bear 

witness to it, and spread it.” (Catechism of the Catholic 
Church, 1994, para. 1816) Be a disciple of Christ and invite 

someone to join you at Sunday Mass. 
On this Sunday, each of us is called to participate in 

the ministry of Catechesis by proclaiming Christ’s Gospel 
Message. We are asked to remember the duty and honor that 
is ours by virtue of our Baptism, to be witnesses of the Word of 
God in every aspect of our lives: in our homes, in our places of 
work, and in how we use our resources.
