NJ Doctor Assisted Suicide ï  
Take Action Now! 

 
 It is expected that the New Jersey doctor-
assisted suicide bill, called the Aid in Dying for the 
Terminally Ill Act (A1504/S1072) may be scheduled 
for a vote on Monday, March 25, 2019 in both Cham-
bers of the Legislature. The bill would allow physicians 
to prescribe drugs to end the lives of the terminally ill.  
In states that have passed assisted suicide, such as Ore-
gon and California, insurance companies have denied 
individuals expensive healthcare coverage but offered 
them low cost drugs to end their lives. This dangerous 
bill must be rejected.   
 Please call and email your two Assembly Mem-
bers and State Senator to urge them to Vote No on 
A1504/S1072 even if you have contacted them previ-
ously. As responsible stewards of life, euthanasia and 
assisted suicide must be vigorously opposed by all the 
faithful. You can call the NJ Office of Legislative Ser-
vices at 1-800-792-8630 between 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. to 
obtain the names and phone numbers of your two As-
sembly Members and State Senator. You will need to 
provide your town and zip code when calling. This may 
be our last chance to stop the bill.    
 Please share this information with pro-life 
friends and family and help us keep up the pressure on 
our legislators to Vote No on this dangerous and mis-
guided bill. Most importantly, we must pray fervently 
that this bill does not become law. For more infor-

RCIA ï Looking for a Good Gardener ï and 
Fast 
 
 Imagine being told you had one year to change 
your life? In todayôs gospel we hear the gardener ask 
the orchard owner to spare the fruitless tree for one 
more year. This parable is a message to us to inspect 
our lives to see how we should change to bear good 
fruit. 
 Would you like to know Jesus better and have 
him be your ñgardenerò? Have you thought about be-
ing Baptized or receiving First Eucharist or Confirma-
tion? If so call the Parish Office at 908-647-1075 to be 
put in touch with a member of the RCIA team. Have a 
question for yourself of a family member?

Next Sunday, March 31st, at the 10:00 AM Mass we 
will be celebrating the Rite of Welcome for our new 
Candidate, Christian Astle. Christian will join our cur-
rent candidates, Laurie Wright and Kimberly Kilpat-
rick. At this Mass, Christian will be welcomed and in-
troduced to the parish family. Fr. Sean will bless him 
with the sign of the cross so that he may fully know 
and respond to God in his life. The congregation will 
join in prayer to support him as he begins to prepare 
for the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist.  
Remember, as a faith family we are connected to Lau-
rie, Kimberly, and now Christian. They will need our 
support, encouragement, and prayers on the journey to 
full initiation into the Catholic faith. Please say a spe-
cial prayer now and during their RCIA preparations. 

On Monday, April 15, 2019 Bishop James F. Chec-
chio will celebrate the Chrism Mass with the priests of 
the Diocese. At this Mass, the Bishop will bless the 
Holy Oils which each parish receives for the rites of 
anointing. Saint Ambrose [340-397] began this cus-
tom-which we now call the Chrism Mass-in his Cathe-
dral in Milan. These Holy Oils, which are used to 
sanctify the Faithful, have been channels of holiness 
for centuries! The Oil of Catechumens is used to 
anoint infants and adults before their Baptism; the Oil 
of the Sick is used on the forehead and hands of the 
infirm in the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick; 
and Sacred Chrism is used to anoint the head of the 
newly baptized, the foreheads of confirmandi, the 
hands of a priest at his ordination, the head of a bishop 
at his ordination, and the altar and walls of new 
churches. At the Mass, all priests make a Renewal of 
Commitment to Priestly Service, recommitting them-
selves to their Bishop and to their ministry to God and 
His People; the Bishop and all Priests then ask the 
people for a pledge of their prayerful support. All are 
strongly encouraged to join in the ancient, grace-filled 
Chrism Mass at the Cathedral of St. Francis of Assisi 
in Metuchen at 4:00 PM.
