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Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time June 17, 2018 

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

 

Parables were the routine way of teaching for Jesus. Jesusô parables have many meanings and people 

have differing interpretations of them. The parable in the Gospel of Mark, which we hear this Sunday, is a  

testimony to the community in which Mark wrote and its sense of being persecuted. In some of the bible  

commentaries, Jesus may have been making a coded reference to the Zealots, a Jewish sect which sought the 

political restoration of Israel.  Jesus calls them to see their identity as Godôs people and he calls us all to be 

Godôs people. 

 As you contemplate on the parable of the mustard seed,  proclaimed in this Sundayôs Gospel,  

understand that there we are all charged with exploring all the ways in which we are called to understand the 

underlying meanings of parables of Jesus and apply the meaning to our own lives.    

Summer is almost here and that means Vacation Bible School. Registration has begun for this yearly 

event which will be held July 9 - 13 in Guyot Hall. This yearôs theme will be ñShipwrecked: Rescued by  

Jesusò. This VBS event is a wonderful time for our young people to explore their relationship with Christ and 

the Church.
