ST. PADRE PIO - A LIVING CRUCIFIX

In celebration of the Feast of St. Pio of Pietrelcina on September 23, the follow-
ing is a letter written by this holy Capuchin friar on Humanae Vitae (On the Reg-
ulation of Human Birth which condemned artificial birth control, issued by Pope
Paul VI on July 25, 1968) which he sent to Pope St. Paul VI less than two weeks
before Padre Pio died:

OUR LADY OF RANSOM - September 24

At the time when the Saracen yoke oppressed the larger and more fertile part of Spain, and great
numbers of the faithful were detained in cruel servitude, at the great risk of denying the Chris-
tian faith and losing their eternal salvation, the most blessed Queen of Heaven graciously came to
remedy all these great evils, and showed her exceeding charity in redeeming her children. She
appeared with beaming countenance to Peter Nolasco, a man conspicuous for wealth and piety,
who in his holy meditations was ever striving to devise some means of helping the innumerable
Christians living in misery as captives of the Moors. She told him it would be very pleasing to her
and her only-begotten Son, if a religious Order were instituted in her honor, whose members
should devote themselves to delivering captives from Turkish tyranny.

Animated by this heavenly vision, the man of God was inflamed with burning love, having but one desire at heart:
that both he and the Order he was to found, might be devoted to the exercise of that highest charity, the laying down of
life for one’s friends and neighbors.

That same night, the most holy Virgin appeared also to blessed Raymund of Penafort, and to James, king of Ara-
gon, telling them of her wish to have the Order instituted, and exhorting them to lend their aid to so great an under-
taking. Meanwhile Peter hastened to relate the whole matter to Raymund, who was his confessor; and finding it had
been already revealed to him from Heaven, submitted humbly to his direction. King James next arrived, fully resolved
to carry out the instructions he also had received from the blessed Virgin. Having therefore taken counsel together
and being all of one mind, they set about instituting an Order in honor of the Virgin Mother, under the invocation of
our Lady of Mercy for the ransom of captives.

On the tenth of August, in the year of our Lord one thousand two hundred and eighteen, King James put into
execution what the two holy men had planned. The members of the Order bound themselves by a fourth vow to re-
main, when necessary, as securities in the power of the pagans, in order to deliver Christians. God Himself gave in-
crease to the work, through the Virgin Mother; so that the Order spread rapidly and prosperously over the whole
world. It soon reckoned many holy men remarkable for their charity and piety who collected alms from Christ's faith-
ful, to be spent in redeeming their brethren; and sometimes gave themselves up all ransom for many others.

In order that due thanks might be rendered to God and His Virgin Mother for the benefit of such an institution, the
Apostolic See allowed this special feast to be celebrated and also granted innumerable other privileges to the Order.

SECOND COLLECTION

The Second collection for St. Joseph Seminary will be
taken next weekend at all Masses. St. Joseph’s is
the major seminary of the Archdiocese of New York.
Its primary mission is to serve the Church by forming
men for the Catholic priesthood who will hand on the
life and tradition of the Church’s faith in the context
of the new evangelization of the twenty-first centu-
ry. The Seminary offers a program of human, spiritu-
al, intellectual, and pastoral formation that is faith-
ful to the Magisterium of the Catholic Church.
Through an integration of these “pillars of for-
mation”, St. Joseph’s aims to form men according to
the Heart of Jesus the Good Shepherd.

A CRUSADE OF PRAYER AND FASTING: TO IMPLORE GOD
THAT ERROR AND HERESY DO NOT PERVERT THE COM-
ING SPECIAL ASSEMBLY OF THE SYNOD OF BISHOPS FOR
THE PAN-AMAZON AS INITIATED BY RAYMOND LEO CAR-
DINAL BURKE AND BISHOP ATHANASIUS SCHNEIDER

An excerpt from their document...

“Various prelates and lay commentators, as well as lay
institutions, have warned that the authors of the /nstru-
mentum Laboris, issued by the secretariat of the Synod
of Bishops, to serve as the basis for discussion in the
coming Special Assembly for the Pan-Amazon, have in-
serted serious theological errors and heresies into the
document. We invite Catholic clergy and laity to partici-
pate in a crusade of prayer and fasting to implore our
Lord and Savior, through the intercession of His Virgin
Mother, for the following intentions: that the theological
errors and heresies inserted in the /nstrumentum Laboris
may not be approved during the synodal assembly; that
particularly Pope Francis, in the exercise of the Petrine
ministry, may confirm his brethren in the faith by an un-
ambiguous rejection of the errors of the /nstrumentum
Laboris and that he may not consent to the abolition of
priestly celibacy in the Latin Church by introducing the
praxis of the ordination of married men, the so-called
“viri probati”, to the Holy Priesthood. We propose a for-
ty-day crusade of prayer and fasting to begin on Sep-
tember 17 and end on October 26, 2019, the day be-
fore the conclusion of the Special Assembly of the Syn-
od of Bishops for the PanAmazon. Anyone who first
learns about the Crusade after the date of its beginning
can naturally join the Crusade at any point. During the
forty-day crusade of prayer and fasting, we propose to
pray daily at least one decade of the Holy Rosary and to
fast once a week for the above mentioned intentions.
According to the tradition of the Church, fasting consists
in eating only one full meal during the day, and addition-
ally, one may eat up to two smaller meals. Fasting on
bread and water is also recommended to those who are
able to do so.”

As a Parish, Holy Innocents will include one decade of
the Holy Rosary for this intention following the daily
54 Day Rosary Novena until October 7 and then follow-
ing the daily Rosary until October 26.
