Most of us, I suspect, wonder if there is anyone who knows the 
deepest truths, whether they be about life or about our world or 
even about ourselves. So we find ourselves gathering about 
Jesus, though even then some may do so half-heartedly—at 
times trusting that he will have some sort of answer and at 
other times wondering if he indeed does, yet not knowing 
where else to go. And so we gather, like sheep around a shep-
herd, simply because every other voice has been heard and 
found wanting.
