Dear Holy Family, 

It is with a grateful and happy heart that I write to you! I am very  
much looking forward to being a part of the Holy Family Parish and 
soon meeting you all. I was born in Modesto and grew up in the tip of 
Stanislaus County on a cattle ranch. I was raised by two wonderful 
parents Roy and Anne and blessed to have two sisters (Angela & 
Amy) and two younger brothers (Matt & John). We attended St. 
Mary's Church in Oakdale where we also received our Sacraments. I 
went to Valley Home Elementary School, then Linden High School 
and then UC Davis where I received a degree in Civil Engineering. I 
worked for 5 years with Teichert Construction and then 2 years with 
DSS Construction. It was during those years of work that I began 
sensing a call to the priesthood and began to explore my faith at a 
deeper level. After much prayer and discernment I finally made the 
decision to look into the priesthood more seriously so I quit my job 
and applied to the seminary. I spent my first two years at St. Patrick's 
Seminary in Menlo Park and my last four years were spent at the 
Mundelein Seminary in the Chicago area. It's been a long journey to 
this point but I am so grateful to be home and look forward to now 
starting my life as a priest, serving the Lord and the good people here 
at Holy Family.
