Today is Day 63 of my journey through the 
Exodus 90. As some of you may know, 10 men and I 
from the parish have taken on this challenge of prayer, 
asceticism and fraternity. Why would any man freely give 
up TV, Movies, Beer, and start praying every day for 30 
minutes, study the Book of Exodus, take cold showers and 
meet every week with his fellow Exodus brothers…and 
do all that for 90 days!?! So that they can begin to 
become the men God created them to be. Better 
husbands, better fathers, better boyfriends, better priests, 
better sons of Jesus Christ who can more freely choose to 
serve and love Him. Sin seeks to enslave us and the devil 
is a brutal slave master that will do anything to keep us 
distracted and knock us out of the game of becoming a 
saint. As God says today in our first reading, ñI have 
witnessed the affliction of my people in Egypt and have 
heard their cry of complaint against their slave drivers, 
so I know well what they are suffering. Therefore I have 
come down to rescue them from the hands of the 
Egyptians and lead them out of that land into a good 
and spacious land, a land flowing with milk and honey.ò 
Our families suffer greatly when men are not striving for 
holiness, when they are not striving to get their wives and 
children to heaven. I would like to encourage any man 
that reads this to take on the Exodus 90 challenge when 
we offer it in the future. And truly experience the freedom 
that comes with following God.
