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Driven. The word is used in Mark’s Gospel today as a
verb...”The Spirit drove Jesus into the desert, and he
remained there for forty days, tempted by Satan.” Jesus
was propelled to engage in a dangerous confrontation with
evil. Today’s presentation is not as detailed as it is in
Matthew or Luke. It's tight, brief and to the point.

The word, however, can also be an adjective. He/she is
driven in their mission to feed the poor. Here, the dynamic
is from within; a value, trait, virtue that motivates every
action of the person’s being. In this terse passage today, I
would argue it is not a question of either/or, but both/and.

This post-baptism action of the Spirit drives Jesus to his
very first confrontation with the powers of evil. He
emerges prepared to confront demons, to heal the sick, and
to forgive sinners. After the symbol forty days (like the
forty years the Hebrews wandered in the desert), Jesus
emerges now but he is driven from within to proclaim the
Kingdom of God. His mission is clear and his purpose is
now revealed. As the Son of God, Jesus always knew that
his mission was to die for us in order to set us truly free as
children of God. He begins his redemptive mission after
this temptation in the desert.

This Lenten journey is a total forty days (Sundays are
not counted in the total.) The traditional three pillars are
prayer (daily Mass, Scripture reading, rosary, Stations of
the Cross, etc.), fasting (from food, television, internet,
alcohol, idleness), and charitable giving (donation to the
Bread of Life Food Pantry, the Catholic Charity Appeal,
donation of your time to parish or school) are ways to
personalize our Lenten journey. Don’t just do something
during Lent; become a more devoted, driven Catholic!

Driven...an action and a description, a verb and an
adjective. My prayer is that all of us at St. Margaret Parish
engage the Lenten Season with purpose and direction. Our
Catholic goal is to pass through our own desert of human
temptation to the mystery of new life at Easter on April 1!
Be creative and live Lent with a renewed mind, heart and
soul.
