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Although the Church calendar has returned to Ordinary
Time, there are solemnities the next two Sundays. Today we
celebrate the Most Blessed Trinity, the central mystery of our
faith. The Godhead: the One God is revealed in Three Persons
equal in majesty, holiness, and love. @~ While we have
stereotypic representations of God the Father as an Old Man
with a white beard, God the Son with long brown hair and a
white tunic, and God the Holy Spirit as a dove, they are
traditional art forms attempting to capture a sense of this
ultimate Holy Mystery: God. The greeting at the beginning of
Mass goes back to the earliest days of the faith; to about the
year 56 or 57 AD. We have perhaps the earliest Trinitarian
prayer formula in the Christian Tradition written by St. Paul:

We may not think of its ontological significance, but we do
acknowledge its being every day of our lives. The Most Holy
Trinity is the ultimate reality! We all will meet God at the
moment of our death. We mention the Godhead at the
beginning of Mass, at the conclusion of most prayers, and with
the Glory be to the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit; the one God
who is revealed in Three Persons. Listen to our prayers
today... they are full of the Trinitarian formula!!

Our outreach efforts have included the Mission Appeal
last weekend for the Diocese of Dindigul. We are preparing
for a ?good used clothing drive? in June to support Warde-
Robe, a ministry of the Sisters of Mercy. Please bring your
good usable clothing to the Community Room on the weekend
of June 16-17.
