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approaching Lenten Season.  Sometimes it is only as we near 
the end of Lent we become aware of goals which should be 
set and ways that need to be changed.  Having this mission 
right  before  the  Lenten  Season begins may give us the 
opportunity to prepare for the really graced and good Lenten 
Season.  You  will  hear Deacon Harmon speak at all the 
Liturgies (except the Mission) next Sunday.  I hope you will 
be able to join us.   
 
During   Lent   we   will   have  three  special  persons 
accompany us on our Lenten journey – Pope Francis, 
Mother Teresa and Fr. Henri Nouwen.  We have purchased 
booklets for all parish households called “Conversion to 
Christ.”  It contains reflections and prayers for each day 
based on the Scriptures of the day.  This year we will have 
the opportunity to have Deacon Glenn Harmon set the stage, 
January 26-29, then have Pope Francis, Mother Teresa and 
Fr. Henri Nouwen help us journey with hearts more open to 
all the good God would do with and for us. 
 
On Saturday evening February 7, two weeks before we 
begin   Lent,   we   will   have   our   Parish   Ministry 
Appreciation Supper.  It will have a Mardi Gras Theme 
for  the  loving   and   active   Krewe   of   Immaculate 
Conception.  Information will be going out, and we would 
like to have reservations made to help with food preparation.  
Last year’s attendance was much greater than the reservation 
number which challenged our cooks. 
 
This Sunday those coming to the 7:00 morning Eucharist are 
asked to park as best they can on the north side of the parish 
parking  lots  as  two busses will be parked on the south, 
pavilion side of the parish campus.  We have nineteen of our 
parish youth along with eight adult chaperones who will be 
joining  youth  and  adult chaperones from the rest of the 
Diocese for the trip to Washington, D.C. and the March for 
Life.  Our parish was selected as the site for the two busses 
which will pick up participants from the eastern part of the 
Diocese.  Other busses will be leaving from St. Joseph 
Church in Ponchatoula and the Catholic Life Center.  There 
are  a  total  of  nine  busses  which will be leaving for 
Washington Sunday morning, two from here.  Let us keep 
them all in prayer this week as they meet, march, pray and 
travel together as representatives of our parish and Diocese.

This past Monday we began Ordinary Time again, and 
this  Sunday will be the first Sunday we will gather in 
Ordinary  Time,  2015.   Ordinary  Time  gives  us  the 
opportunity to turn our attention from major celebrations and 
seasons with their own themes, and focus more on Jesus’s 
day to day teachings and how we are witnessing to them.  
We have been renewed in the story of the Incarnation and 
birth of our God who is forever with us as a human being.  
And now, we move forward into Mark’s Gospel to walk 
with him and grow in our desire and ability to be more with 
him  and  like  him,  for others.  We pray that in this new 
season, we will come to hear the cry of the poor, the sick, 
the sinner, as he does, sharing in his mission to serve and 
share the love that has been shared with us.   
 
I would like to call your attention to two coming events that 
will be taking place before we begin the Lenten Season Ash 
Wednesday, February 18: 
 
Our Parish Mission will be January 26-29 Monday 
through Thursday, at 7:00 in the evening, and there is a 
nice flyer giving you information about it at the end of 
this bulletin.

+ On Wednesday, January 28 at the 7:00 evening service, 
there will also be a Reconciliation Service.  In addition to Fr. 
Raj and me, priests from the Deanery -Fr. Tom Duhe from 
St. Thomas More, Fr. Tom Ranzino from St. Jean Vianney, 
Fr. Josh Johnson from Christ the King, and Fr. Trey Nelson 
from   St.   Jude   Parishes  will  be  here  to  assist  with 
Reconciliation. 
+  The talk Wednesday morning at 10:00 will be different 
from the one given Wednesday evening and there will be no 
Reconciliation scheduled in conjunction with this one. 
+   As mentioned in the flyer, Babysitting will be provided 
on request for both the evening and morning sessions.  We 
ask that you please call the parish office and let us know 
if  you  would wish to have this service.  While it is not 
necessary to “have a reservation,” it is important for us to 
know  if  anyone  wishes to use this service so we do not 
contact them for nothing. 
+   A table will be set up in the church foyer with mission 
products,  CD’s,  DVD’s,  etc.  you  may be interested in 
obtaining. 
 
Deacon Glenn Harmon offered a mission here a number of 
years ago and also offered them for my parishes on the River 
Road  twice.   He  has always been well received.  Often 
parishioners are used to having a mission during Lent.  
Scheduling didn’t permit it this year, but having a mission 
and a Reconciliation Service three weeks before is a good
