LET FREEDOM RING 
 

Passages from St. Paul’s letter to the Church in Galatia have 
bookended the 4th of July this year, and the one from last Sunday 
especially puts one of our most cherished national rights in per-
spective, namely, freedom: “For freedom Christ set us free…but 
do not use this freedom as an opportunity for the flesh…” Now 
when we hear that word, flesh we probably think in terms of the 
body and sexual morality. But that’s not primarily what St. Paul 
is talking about. Rather, he’s speaking about the words, actions 
and attitudes that contradict what he calls the “whole” of the 
law: “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” Gee, we’ve 
heard that somewhere before, haven’t we? 
 

It often seems that we’ve come to a point in our society where 
freedom equals license, namely the right to say or do whatever 
we choose regardless of the impact we have on others. But the 
freedom we possess as children of God—and as citizens of this 
nation as well—is the freedom to do what is right and good. Of 
course we can choose to do wrong, we can act in a way that pro-
motes our own self-interest or benefits only those with whom we 
agree or identify; but that is what St. Paul describes as “the yoke 
of slavery” which we place on our own shoulders; there is no 
one forcing us to be cruel or violent or rude. 
 

The members of the 1st century Church in Galatia were appar-
ently a contentious lot, divided into warring camps with oppos-
ing notions about the true meaning of faith, and St. Paul warns 
that they are in danger of “devouring each other.” Paul could 
easily be speaking to our nation today, where so many seem un-
able to disagree without being disagreeable, where working with 
people who disagree with you or being willing to compromise a 
bit becomes a sin rather than a virtue, where people scream and 
march and tweet their outrage rather than engaging in a respect-
ful dialogue that may very well end in agreeing to disagree. 
 

It all comes back to that essential law that offers the only true 
promise of freedom, rather religious or secular: “You shall love 
your neighbor as yourself.” That is the freedom that we need to 
reclaim and celebrate, not just on the 4th of July, but throughout 
the year.

Discuss ways that your family can 

work more closely together to sup-

port one another and to make the 

household run more smoothly. Pray 

for the strength to overcome the 

temptation to be too individualistic 

and to recognize the need for work-

ing together as a family.

Our Faith 
BACKGROUND ON THE GOSPEL READING 

Gospel Reading 

Luke 10:1-12,17-20 

Jesus sends out 72 people to announce the coming kingdom.  
 

Today's Gospel begins immedi-

ately after the final verse in last 

Sunday's Gospel. After strong lan-

guage about the difficulties of dis-

cipleship, Jesus immediately ap-

points 72 people to go ahead of 

him to every town and place he 

plans to visit, proclaiming that the 

Kingdom of God is at hand. He 

sends them in pairs. In the Law of 

Moses two witnesses were 

needed for a testimony to be 

credible. It was probably also a 

safer way to travel. 
 

Jesus admits it will be difficult, 

that he is sending them out like 

lambs among wolves. Yet they are to bring nothing with them, not even 

a money bag or sandals. They are to greet no one on the way so as not 

to be distracted from their mission. When they enter a house, their 

message is simply ―peace.‖ The response they will receive may be 

positive or negative. Either way, they are to know that the Kingdom of 

God is at hand. They are not to demand special treatment but eat and 

drink whatever is given them. They are to stay in one house and are 

not to look around for one that provides better accommodations. They 

are to heal the sick as a sign that the Kingdom of God is at hand for 

them. Like Jesus' miracles, healing is a sign of the coming of the king-

dom. If the town will not receive them, they are to shake the dust from 

their feet and move on. Even in the case of such rejection they should 

know that the Kingdom of God is at hand. 
 

When they return from their journeys, they are rejoicing because their 

mission has been successful. Demons were under their power be-

cause of Jesus' name. Jesus may have sent them out as lambs among 

wolves, but at the conclusion of this passage he assures them that 

they have been given power over the enemy and nothing will harm 

them, not even serpents and scorpions. 
 

A key theme of today's Gospel and last Sunday's Gospel is disciple-

ship—its challenges, its difficulties, and its rewards. Sharing in the mis-

sion of Jesus is difficult, but everyone is called to do it, not just some 

professionals trained for ministry. Even for us today, the harvest is 

plentiful. We should pray to the master of the harvest to send out 

workers for his harvest.
