Only when Jesus appeared to 

them in his risen presence did they come to believe the 

truth of his promise to them. Like the disciples, there is 

an orphaned part in us at certain times. We, too, may 

wonder how it is that the One we trusted has left us on 

our own. When we feel forsaken, how vital it is to recall 

Jesusô words, ñI will not leave you orphans.ò This is the 

opportunity for our faith to grow stronger, to trust with 

all our heart that we will also come to experience an
