7. Accept censures even if unmerited. 

8. Give in to the will of others. 

9. Accept insults and injuries. 

10. Accept contempt, being forgotten and disregarded. 

11. Be courteous and delicate even when provoked by someone. 

12. Do not seek to be admired and loved. 

13. Do not protect yourself behind your own dignity. 

14. Give in, in discussions, even when you are right.

 El gesto de bendecir se repite, a veces automáticamente, en nuestras familias y nuestros grupos.

No hay nada que se haga sin la presencia, la bendición y la 
gracia de Dios. No hay paso que se pueda dar sin esta presencia. Lo sabemos en el fondo, aunque a veces 
las palabras sean automáticas y casi sin pensar. Bendecimos objetos, bendecimos a nuestros hijos y nos 
bendecimos mutuamente, como una manera de compañía, de buen deseo y de oración unos por otros. 
Es la manera de seguir conectados. 
 
 Cuando hoy se nos dice que el Señor haga brillar su rostro sobre nosotros, se afirma que la luz de 
Dios, que es fuerza y claridad para el camino de la vida, estará con nosotros como una promesa. Se dice 
mas, porque se desea la paz. En un mundo tan convulsionado como el nuestro, desear la paz no es 
solamente algo lindo, un buen deseo para los demás, sino que tiene la fuerza de un compromiso. ¿Cómo 
llevaremos a nuestros hogares y comunidades esa bendición de paz que deseamos a veces 
superficialmente? Quizá podamos empezar por revisar los sentimientos de enojo y resentimiento que 
sentimos a veces. Ese sentimiento pequeño de que no me tuvieron en cuenta, de que no me hicieron 
justicia es muchas veces el principio de la falta de paz. La tensión y la desconfianza empiezan a veces por 
algo tan pequeño como esto. El temor a decir algo por temor a las consecuencias o reacciones de los 
demás puede ser el comienzo de una mentira que al principio pudiera ser pequeña, pero se puede 
enmarañar y complicar cada vez mas. 
 
 La Falta de paz puede venir también de una irritación o frustración en el trabajo que nos hace 
sentir mal y tomarla con quienes no tienen la culpa. No hay paz ahí, como tampoco hay paz cuando 
comenzamos a mirar a las personas alrededor nuestro críticamente y creemos que están erradas o son 
inferiores, y podemos llegar a hablar de ellas de una forma que niega su dignidad y belleza como seres 
humanos. Cuando nos damos la bendición unos a otros estamos diciendo que queremos paz; pero la paz 
va mas allá de un deseo: es un compromiso a hacerla.
