THE HOLY SPIRIT OF GOD

The Holy Spirit is “The gift of God almighty. His whole being is to be a gift, a grace that God gives to mankind or better
still, a gift in which God gives himself to the human race with his complete joy in the totality of his being. The Apostle
St. James tell us: “Every perfect gift comes from above” and the Spirit comes from the Father. He comes down and
dwells on Jesus, and in Him on us, to fill us of Heaven on the earth.

Everything that comes from above prefigures the love with which the Spirit comes to us: the rain, the snow, the angels’
wings of the Annunciation, and prophetic words, and everything that fertilizes the earth and gives joy to man’s heart
is a gift, it is a vehicle from the most hidden intimacy of God to the most secret intimacy of ourselves. If we know how
to recognize His tender touch in the very day reality.

“If you would know the gift of God” Jesus said to an astonished woman close to a well. If we would have eyes to see
and faith to feel the movement of the Spirit, who comes to us in thousand times, in small joys and big hopes, marked
always with the divine origin that it comes from the above, our life would change to the repeated contact of the faithful
visitor: A clear morning that comes to us through our faith when we open the window, a friendly word a known voice
a favorite dish, a refreshing drink, a joke, a verse, a laughter, a joy that comes without knowing where it comes from
or where it is going, a religious silence in our soul , the knowledge of being a son or daughter of the Heavenly Father
and a brother or sister of every human being, at home or on the streets, an innocent dream, a happy song, a friendly
letter, a telephone call, a game, a well feeling. All these things are gifts from the Spirit that come from above. They
descend and come to the most profound of your souls that recognize His ownership of Lord and owner. If we would
know the Spirit that gives Himself to us day in a day out, as we are there to receive Himself as anticipated gifts until He
gives us the gift of the perfect love, we will possess in eternity.

Seven are the gift of the Holy Spirit that the Church presents to us, as the main ones, but we believe there might be
more, according to the needs of the human race, so much in need of the help of the Divine Spirit. These seven gifts
are: Wisdom, Understanding, Science, Counsel, Fortitude, Piety and Fear of the Lord.

Wisdom is the highest of the gifts, it is the one that helps us to taste joyfully everything that concerns God. A person
with this gift likes to know more and more about God. He/she likes to hear about Him in his Three Persons, and be
able to relate to Him and communicate with him in prayer. Understanding is the gift that opens our mind to learn and
understand the Sacred Scriptures more and the messages sent by God through the Prophets. Science is the gift in
which we see the created work of God in nature and by his gift we are directed to praise Him in the magnificent work
of His hands in the world. Counsel is the gift by which we act with prudence in our actions and are able to help others
to act according to wisdom and prudence. Fortitude is the gift that gives us courage to live according to the will of
God, through the Commandments. Piety is the beautiful gift of feeling ourselves as sons and daughters of God and as
his children we want to correspond to his love and care for us. It is the gift of the good children to their earthly parents,
as well, Fear of God is the gift that makes us fear to offend our God. We are not afraid of a punishment but of offending
Him because we love Him our Heavenly Father, Jesus Christ, our Redeemer and to the Holy Spirit our sanctifier.
