MARY, QUEEN OF THE UNIVERSE  

 
On the 22 of August, we celebrated a special feast day: ñThe Queenship of Mary, Mother of God.ò  It is a celebration of 

recent creation, even if it is of ancient origin.  This devotion was established by the Venerable Pius XII, in 1954, at the 

end of the Marian Year, fixing the date on the 31st of May, letter Encyclical Ad Caeli Reginam, October 11, 1954.  In 

this occasion the Pope said that Mary is Queen, more than any other creature for the elevation of her soul and for the 

excellent gifts She receives.  She always shares all the treasures of her love and her preoccupation for humanity. 

 

Now after the post conciliar reform of the liturgical Calendar, this feast day was placed eight days after the Solemnity 

of the Assumption, in order to underline the close relation between the Queenship of Mary and her glorification of body 

and soul, close to her Son.  In the Constitution on the Church in the Vatican Council 11, we read the following:  ñMary 

was assumed to the Celestial Glory and was praised by the Lord as a universal Queen, with the purpose that She would 

be as a most total replica of her Son (Lumen Gentium, 59) 

 

This is the origin of the feast of Mary Queen of the Universe.  She is associated in a unique way to her Son, as well as 

in the life on earth, as in the glory of Heaven.  The great saintly man from Syria, Efren says about the Queenship of Mary 

that it comes from her maternity.  She is the Mother of the Lord the King of Kings (cf.Is9,1-6) and She shows us Jesus 

as life, salvation and hope.  The Servant of God, Pablo VI reminded us in his Apostolic Exhortation:  ñMarialis Cultusò: 

ñIn the Virgin Mary all is referred to Christ and all depends on Him: Because of Him, God the Father elected her from 

eternity, as a Mother all holy and He adorned Her with gifts of the Holy Spirit that had not been given to anyone. (n.25) 

 

But now we ask ourselves what does it mean Mary Queen?  Is it only a title along with the others?  What does it mean?  

What is that Queenship?  As it has already being indicated, it is a consequence of her self united to her Son, of her being 

in Heaven, in other words, it is to be in communion with God.  She participates in the responsibility of God for the world 

and of the love of God for the world.  There is a common idea, about a king or a queen; those persons always have power 

and richness; but this is not the type of kingship of Jesus and Mary.  Let us think about our Lord, HE is a King made of 

humility of service of love serving others, helping loving them was his kingship on earth.  Let us remember that Jesus 

was proclaimed king of the Cross, with the inscription written by Pilate ñKing of the Jewsò (cf. Mc15,26) in that moment 

on the cross it was demonstrated that he is King.  And how is he King?  Suffering with us, for us, loving until the end 

and in this way he generates truth, love justice.   

 

The kingship of Jesus had nothing to do with being the most powerful of the earth.  He is a King who serves his servants.  

Thus is the way He has done in all his life.  And the same way as Jesus, Mary is Queen in the service of God through 

humanity.  She is the Queen of love that lives the gift of herself to God, to enter into the plan of salvation for the human 

race.  Mary said to the Angel ñBehold the handmaid of the Lord (Cf.Lc. 1,48)  She is Queen loving us, helping us in our 

needs. She is our Mother, our sister, humble servant.  She watches over us, her children who direct our prayers to thank 

her or to ask her powerful intercession (Taken from an article by the Emeritus Pope Benedict IVI)
