MEDITATION ON THE HOLY FAMILY OF JESUS, MARY AND JOSEPH 

We thank you, dear Lord, Father full of love and mercy, because you have allowed us to begin the present 

year, awakened to the knowledge of our own existence, that your love may grant us and support us.  

When the time for purification for Mary was fulfilled… after the birth of Jesus, Joseph and Mary took Him to 

Jerusalem to present Him to the Lord, according to what was written in the Law of God. All first born sons 

should be consecrated to the Lord, and to offer a sacrifice as the Law of the Lord ordered: two doves, or two 

pigeons. 

In Jerusalem there lived a just and pious man, whose name was Simeon, who awaited the consolation of Israel 

and the Holy Spirit was in him. The Spirit had revealed to him that he would not die without seeing the Messiah 

of the Lord. Guided by the same Spirit, Simeon went to the Temple and when the parents: Mary and Joseph, 

introduced Jesus to do for him what was prescribed according to the Law, Simeon took the Baby in his arms 

and blessed God saying: “Lord, now you can let your servant go in peace according to your word. Because my 

eyes have seen your salvation, the one you have prepared at the sight of all nations. And it is light that reveals 

to the pagans and gives glory to your people, Israel.” The father and the mother were admired for what was 

being said about the Child. After blessing them, Simeon said to Mary, the Mother: “This child is placed, so that 

many would fall and be elevated in Israel, and as a sign of contradiction, so that the intentions of many hearts 

would be discovered. And to you (To Mary) he said: “to you a sword will pierce your soul.” 

There was also a prophetess, whose name was Anna, daughter of Fanual, of the tribe of Aser. She had been 

married very young, and had lived with her husband for seven years. And she was now a widow. She was 

always in the Temple, and day and night she was giving praise to the Lord with a fasting of prayers, and at the 

age of 84… She came in that moment that Jesus was presented to the Lord. She thanked God, talking about 

the infant Jesus, to all who were awaiting the redemption of Jerusalem. 

When Mary and Joseph finished fulfilling all that was prescribed in the Law of God, they went back to Galilee, 

to their city of Nazareth… The Baby was growing and gaining fortitude and wisdom, and the favor of God was 

with Him.  

How much the families would have to learn from “The Holy Family,” especially in the virtues of faith, trusting 

in God, our ever merciful Father that we have, that would never frustrate us, Obedience to Him, and to his 

precepts, to live a life of peace and holiness… Families should often pray, asking the intercession of the Holy 

Family, to help them rear their children on the right path, so that they may become good, respectful and loving 

children of their parents and siblings, and so later on in the future, they will be significant assets to society and 

responsible citizens of their earthly country and in the end, holy citizens of Heaven.
