Recent changes to
federal law are expanding
the 529 savings program,
allowing Missouri families
to better utilize this important program. These changes in-
clude the following new provision related specifically to 529
plan accounts, beginning with the 2018 tax year:

Missouri taxpayers can use MOST 529 assets to pay for K-
12 tuition up to $10,000 per year per student without state
tax consequences.

St. Francis Borgia Regional High School will be hosting an
information session on Thursday, March 15" in the cafete-
ria. Representatives from the Missouri Most 529 program
and the Catholic Education Office will be on hand to discuss
the new tax benefit for parochial and private school parents.
There will be two sessions. The first one will be from 6-7 pm,
and a repeated second session will run from 7:30-8:30 pm.
You need to attend only one, and there is no need to regis-
ter.
