Reflection from the Pastor: 
  

Fasting is still an important part of our Christian life.  We are required to fast 

on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, and a fast of at least one hour is 

required before receiving Holy Communion.  Water and medicine do not 

break the Eucharistic fast and the sick are only required to fast for 15 minutes 

before receiving Holy Communion.  Fasting requires us to deny ourselves 

something good (food and drink) in order to make us more aware of the even 

greater good we are preparing to receive (Jesus Christ in the Eucharist).  

Fasting before Holy Communion makes us better stewards of the gift of the 

Eucharist, because fasting moves us to “recognize and receive God’s Gift”.  

The slight hunger pangs we might feel from fasting are good when we recall

Meditación del Párroco:    
  El ayuno es una parte importante de nuestra vida cristiana. Tenemos que ayunar el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes 

Santo, y un ayuno de al menos una hora es requerido antes de comulgar. El agua y la medicina no rompen el ayuno 

eucarístico y los enfermos sólo tienen que ayunar durante 15 minutos antes de recibir la Santa Comunión. El ayuno nos 

obliga a negarnos algo bueno (comida y bebida) para hacernos más conscientes del bien aún mayor que estamos 

preparando para recibir (Jesucristo en la Eucaristía). El ayuno antes de la Sagrada Comunión nos hace mejores 

mayordomos del don de la Eucaristía, porque el ayuno nos mueve a "reconocer y recibir el don de Dios". Los ligeros 

dolores de hambre que podríamos sentir por el ayuno son buenos cuando recordamos por qué estamos ayunando: ¡el Señor 

viene a nosotros!
