MEDITATION 
ON TODAY’S READINGS 

Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Of that day or hour, no one knows. (Mark 13:32) 
When Jesus said that “no one knows” when the Second Coming would happen, was he saying that even he didn’t 

know? It sure seems that way. Maybe he was reminding us that he had submitted to the limitations of being human, just like 
us. Yes, he was fully divine, but he was also fully human. And that entailed certain limitations. This is why Luke tells us 
that Jesus was always increasing in wisdom “before God and man” (Luke 2:52). 

Today, however, Jesus knows when he will come again. The problem is, we still don’t know! 
Repeatedly throughout history, people have tried to predict the end of the world. St. Paul thought it was just around 

the corner. St. Hippolytus of Rome and St. Irenaeus of Lyon thought it would happen in AD 500. John Wesley, the first 
Methodist, thought the end would come in 1836. Many Christian leaders—and no shortage of psychics—have also weighed 
in. Not surprisingly, many of these people then recalculated the dates after their first predictions didn’t come true, only to 
have their followers disappointed again. 

Some believers are more cautious. They tell us that we will see specific clues when the time is near. They point to 
certain signs—a war in the Middle East, a drought in Africa, earthquakes in Peru, or some other disaster. When those signs 
occur, it means that Jesus is very near. 

Still, no human being knows when Jesus will come. It could be today. It may not be for thousands of years. 
St. Francis had a different take on the subject. Once, when he was working in the garden, a friar asked, “What would 

you be doing now if you knew that Jesus was coming back today?” Francis replied, “I would keep hoeing my garden.” 
Francis knew he was trying his best to be ready, and there was nothing more he could do. 

The point is, Jesus will come. So our best answer is the same as it has always been: be ready. 
“Come, Lord Jesus!”

This will lower 
your required minimum deduction by that same amount, 
so you will never be taxed on it. This can only be done 
once a year - consider making your gift before 2018 ends.

복 되신 동정 마리아의 자헌自獻 축일은 성모님께서 어

린 시절부터 하느님께 봉헌되신 것을 기념하는 날이

다. 성서에 언급된 내용은 아니지만 외경(야고보의 원복음서 

등)과 교회 전승에 따르면 마리아의 양친 성 요아킴과 성녀 

안나가 세 살된 성모님을 성전에 바쳤다고 전해 온다. 

 6세기 중엽 로마 황제 유스티니아누스는 예루살렘에 

‘마리아 봉헌 기념 성당’을 짓고 11월 21일에 봉헌식을 거행

힜는데, 이후 이 날이 ‘복되신 동정 마리아의 자헌 기념일’이 

되었다. 이렇듯이 이후 1472년 식스토 4세 교황에 의해 이 기

념일이 온 교회에 보급되었다. 교황 식스토 5세는 1585년 이 

축일을 전 교회의 축일로 지내게 하였다. 

이날 쓸 수 있는 세례명은 다음과 같다. 

모데스타 (Modesta) :  '겸손한'을 뜻한다.  

 남성형 : 모데스토 Modesto 

제네로사 (Generosa)  : '관대한, 온유한'의 뜻 

 

성 녀 체칠리아(세실리아)는 로마에서 귀족 가문의 딸로 

태어나 그리스도인으로 교육받고 성장하였는데, 어릴

때부터 하느님께 자신을 봉헌하여 정결을 지킬 것을 서원했

다. 

 성녀는 자신의 뜻과는 상관없이 귀족 청년 발레리오와 

결혼하게 되었만, 결혼식 후에 남편에게 자신의 정결 서약을 

설명하고 자신은 천사의 보호를 받고 있으니 자신의 동정을 

존중해주도록 요청했다. 남편은 믿지 못하다가 세례를 받고 

온 후 성녀 주위의 천사를 보고  열심한 신자가 되었다. 

 그후 남편과 오빠 티부르시오가 순교하자, 체칠리아 역

시 이방 신전에 끌려가서 희생 제물 바치기를 강요당했다. 강

하게 거부하자 박해자들은 성녀를 욕실에 가두어 쪄서 죽이도

록 명했는데 하루가 지난 후에도 전혀 해를 입지 않았다. 군인

들이 칼로 목을 세 번이나 내리쳤는데, 이번에도 목은 잘리지 

않았고 3일 동안이나 살아있었다고 한다. 고통 속에서도 성녀

는 삼위일체이신 하느님을 찬미하며 선종하였다.  

 성녀 체칠리아는 음악과 음악인들의 수호성인이다. 그 

이유는 후대의 전설에 있는데, 원치 않았던 결혼식 때 성녀는 

결혼 음악과 환호 소리를 듣지 못했고 마음으로 하느님을 찬

미하는 노래를 부르고 있었다고 한다. 로마의 유명한 음악학

교인 '산타 체칠리아 음악원'이 바로 성녀의 이름을 받은 것이

다. 성녀는 교회 미술에서 오르간 앞에 앉아 있거나 작은 손

풍금, 현악기 등을 들고 있는 모습으로 묘사된다.
