Youth Faith Formation Begins Soon!

e Five young parishioners celebrated receiving the Sacrament of the Eucharist for the first time in
May of 2018! Each of them said that the weekly faith formation classes helped them deepen their
relationship with Jesus and helped them better understand what living a life of faith means: living with
love, faith, compassion, and in service of others.

o Our fifth— eighth graders focused on liturgical music and selected an Old Testament Story around
which to build a musical scored by selections from Breaking Bread, which they performed to teach the
younger students about Noah.

e This year, nine youth of our parish celebrated the Sacrament of Confirmation, and another ten are
moving from their first year to their second year of preparation! Our Confirmation Students, alongside
students from San Carlos Cathedral and the Carmel Mission Basilica, identified how faith impacts their
daily living as high school students, during a retreat which took place at the Franciscan Retreat Center
outside of San Juan Bautista.

MOST IMPORTANTLY, ALL OF THE STUDENTS SAY THEY ENJOYED FAITH
FORMATION CLASSES BECAUSE THEY FELT PART OF A COMMUNITY
OF PEERS GROWING TOGETHER IN FAITH.
