This sentiment is echoed in the refrain for today’s
responsorial psalm: “The Lord is near to all who call upon him” (Psalm
145:18a). Saint Paul is the embodiment of someone who constantly sought
the Lord. In the excerpt we read today from his letter to the Philippians, we
find Saint Paul toward the end of his life, a life he describes as completely
consonant with Christ. He writes, “For to me life is Christ” (Philippians
1:21). To find out what it means to live life completely in accord with Christ
we need look no further than today’s Gospel. There we find that God’s love
and mercy are immeasurable for all those who seek and call upon the Lord.

THOUGHTS FOR TODAY: A man named Charles was lying in a hospital

THE bed near death. The nursing staff, the man's wife and a couple of children all

testified that Charles was not a very nice man. He drank too much, he was

PMI- OR verbally abusive to his wife and he had alienated his children. However, he

did ask for a Chaplain. The staff filled in the Chaplain on Charles and the
kind of person he was. The Chaplain went in to the room to visit Charles who
asked him to pray. The conversation went something like this. "Would you
/__/v pray for me?" Charles asked. "What do you want to say to God?" The
Chaplain asked. "Tell God that I am sorry for the way my life has turned out.
Tell him that [ am sorry for the way I treated my wife and family and that I've always really loved her." "That's it?"
"No. Tell God that I know I have no right to ask this -- but, [ would like to be able to live with him. "The Chaplain
prayed Charles' prayer for him. He came back the next morning to inquire about Charles' condition. He had passed
away during the night. Now what do you suppose? Did Charles receive the grace of God? And if he did, did he
receive as much of God's love and grace as you and I have after all these years of service? This is what Jesus wants to

say about the parable of equal wages. God is always available to anyone who reaches out whenever they reach out.
God's timing is such that any time is the right time!

The gift of God comes to us at the unexpected time, in an unexpected manner. Let us wait with an open heart, and, we
will be able to recognize the voice of God. As Demosthenes taught, “Small opportunities are often, the beginning of
great enterprises.” If we wait for great opportunities, we will certainly miss many opportunities that knock at our
door. “It’s the man who waits for his ship to come in who’s always missing the boat,” says an Anonymous proverb.
Those who carry out the will of God with love and humility will be acceptable before the Lord. Eternal life is a gift of
God that he gives to all who believe in Christ, even if they only begin to believe at the last moment of their life.

STEWARDSHIP COMMITTEE: We are reactivating our stewardship committee to get more people to involve in
the ministries of our Parish. For past three months, I have been observing how many people are actively participating
in different ministries and I could see only a handful of people are doing everything where there are many young and
old could still do more things.

Even though we have these many students, our musician Jacob needs to ask some to volunteers as the altar
servers. | am just giving a simple example, but this is the case with lectors, Eucharistic ministers, Ushers, Hospitality
minsters, Choir, etc. I do know we many talented persons in this parish and I need your cooperation to carry out the
ministry of the church. It is not the work of a few people but it is the duty and responsibility of each and everyone us.
When we have more people to do things in the parish, it is easy and less burden for the parish, but if we just rely on a
few people then we fail in our responsibilities. The Committee is preparing a form for you to fill out, that we may be
able to commission many more in the ministries of the church. I request you to please fill out the form once it is
available in the church and be an active member of St. Mary Magdalene Parish. Thank you.
