Participating Member Tuition Rate

As a reminder, to receive the participating member tuition rate, each Saint Mary

Parish family must contribute $1,400 directly to the school fund. You must use either
the yellow envelopes, FACTs or electronic giving So that your participation can be
tracked efficiently.

The most common question we receive is the following:

Do | still need to contribute to the weekly church collection beyond just using the
yellow envelope?

Absolutely. The expectation to financially support the church has not changed. We
encourage you to continue to contribute to the weekly offering at Mass.

We introduced the new process of the Participating Member Contribution going
directly to the School Fund so to clearly earmark the contribution for the operation of
the school and to simplify the tracking process.

As members of our church, your financial support of the church is important.  Our
parish is blessed to have a parish school ;
mission.

Also remember that the church subsidizes the school by giving 15% of the total
churchds weekly offering to support the sc

So the answer is yes, you should absolutely be contributing to the church in addition
to what you contribute to help run the school.
