TodayΩs Feast of the Holy Family is a celebration of and for every family: that one special, holy place in our lives 
where the love of God first and always dwells.  Within our families, our SUVs are monasteries of welcome and safety, our 
dinner tables are cenacles where the gifts of God are shared, our houses are sanctuaries of love and forgiveness.
