was born Bernard
Casey, in 1870, on
a farm in Wisconsin, to
a large Catholic family
of 16 children!

At 18yrs old he
left home and worked
various jobs: lumber-
jack, hospital orderly,
guard in a prison,
streetcar operator. He
was thinking of marry-
ing a girl but she was sent away.
While operating a streetcar, one
day, he witnessed a drunk sailor
stabbing a woman to death. The
terrible crime had a powerful
impact on Fr. Solanus, and turned
his thoughts toward the transcend-
ent goal of human life. He entered
n sewieary fohttee dArchdliocese of
Milwaukee but due to his poor
education was not able to keep up
with the classes which were all
taught in German or Latin. He was
asked to leave seminary and try
a religious order. While praying to
the Blessed Virgin Mary, he heard

missionary in South America.
Fr. Solanus was only allowed to be
ordained a *“

preach or hear confessions.
Fr. Solanus was assigned to several
friaries in around New York City,
where he spent about 20 years of
his ministry. In 1924 he was trans-
ferred to the Detroit monastery,
where he worked till 1945. He was
given the humble duty of porter or
doorkeeper, and became known
throughout the area for sound
spiritual counsel, compassion, and
miraculous healings of those who
visited the monastery. Fr. Solanus
was a hidden mystic, the late
Fr. Benedict Groeschel recalls that
when he was a young Franciscan he
could not sleep and one night
wandered into the chapel at 3am to
find Fr. Solanus kneeling at the top
step of the altar, motionless in
prayer. Fr. Benedict left him after
some time and went back to sleep.
