From the Pastor

Dear Parishioners,

As | am writing this it is pouring rain. The forecast is for rain to continue at least for the
next few days. Perhaps that makes it difficult to think about the desert. Nonetheless, being
in the desert is profoundly connected with Lent. Both Jesus being tempted in the desert for
forty days and nights and the Chosen People wandering in the desert for the forty years
are basic images of Lent. If you look at a map and consider the distance from Egypt to the
Promised Land it is clear that the trip could have been accomplished in a much shorter
period of time. At least part of the message of the Jews wandering in the desert for so long
is that their journey to the Promised Land was not a straight line. Sometimes they went for-
ward, sometimes backwards, and sometimes in circles. Does this seem similar to our jour-
ney with Jesus Christ to the Promised Land of Eternal Life? Few, if any, of us live a straight
line life. May these days of Lent help us through the hardships of the desert of this world
toward the Promised Land even though that journey will probably not be without its devia-

tions.
