Dear Parishioners, 

 

This weekend (Dec. 30-31st) we celebrate the Solemnity of the Holy 

Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph.  For this reason, I think it is      

appropriate to announce some exciting news that the Cemetery Board 

has been working on since my arrival in March 2017. 

 

Due to a very generous donation of $5000 from a parishioner, we will 

be adding a Holy Family shrine on the Southwest section of the     

cemetery grounds.  This new shrine will be similar to the present    

Marian shrine, i.e., concrete pad with statue, plaque, and a metal  

shelter to provide weather/elements protection and benches. 

 

The Holy Family will be a carving of an image of Mary and an image 

of Joseph holding the child Jesus from two stain glass windows in the 

church.  We are combining the two images together.  The Holy Family 

shrine is to create a sacred and quiet place for all parents who have 

lost a child inside or outside of the womb to pray and to remember. 

 

My hope is that the shrine will be a place for all parishioners, guests, 

and visitors to experience and be witness to our Catholic faith that all 

life, born and unborn, is sacred.  And in family life, as seen in the life 

of the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph, there will be trials, 

tribulations, sadness, and sorrow as well as joy, peace, and triumphs.  

But through and through, we face all the challenges of life with grace, 

prayer, and trust much like the Holy Family.   

 

The total cost of the project is estimated at $10,000.  With the initial 

donation of $5000, the Cemetery Board will cover the remaining    

balance of $5000.  If you would like to contribute to this project, please 

feel free to contact either Tony Montes or myself. 

 

We plan to complete this new addition on our cemetery grounds in 

May with a Blessing and Dedication ceremony after our annual     

Monday, May 28, 2018 Memorial Day Mass at the cemetery.
