Stations of the Cross During Lent:  
Looking ahead to the Lenten Season, which begins with Ash Wednesday (February 
14th), a minor change is being made to the schedule of Lenten services.   
 

In tandem with the Wednesday evening Mass each week, Stations of the Cross will 
take place at 6:45 pm, each Wednesday of Lent (beginning on Wednesday, February 
21st.).  The evening Mass will follow immediately after the Stations of the Cross.   
 

Hence, those seeking some special time for prayer during Lent might have the op-
portunity for about an hour of prayer with the Stations of the Cross and Mass on 
Wednesday evenings.  Given this change in the schedule, there will be no Stations 
of the Cross on Sunday mornings as was done in the past.  Should the catechists 
wish to share the Stations of the Cross with the children during Lent, you are encour-
aged to bring the children to church (at a time convenient for your class) and pray the 
Stations with them.  This can be done without the presence or involvement of your 
Pastor.

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The Musings of Our Pastor  
 

     What a most splendid treasure we have through our faith as Catholics!  I am speaking about 

the true and living, the very Real Presence of Jesus Christ, God's Eternal Son, in the Sacrament of 

the Eucharist.  It reminds me of the hope-filled and supportive words Jesus shared with his disci-

ples:  "I will not leave you orphaned. I will be with you always, even to the very end of time." As 

compared with entering into a grocery store, a gymnasium, our own home, or even some other 

designated places of worship, our entering into Catholic Churches around the world feels very, 

very different!  That is because the "light of faith" and our deepest convictions of faith acclaim the 

Presence of Jesus Christ to be dwelling there in the Eucharist, the Blessed Sacrament, which is 

reserved in the Tabernacle.  The red Sanctuary Lamp that burns steadily day and night alerts visi-

tors, people of faith, to the Presence of Christ in the Blessed Sacrament.  How wonderful it is that 

people can stop by anytime and have prayerful communion or solitude with the Lord after a 

stressful day at work, in the midst of family upheavals, as they seek discernment to resolve com-

plicated problems, or as they remember friends and neighbors now facing tough crosses in life. 

     I have found myself puzzled, even anguished at times, by something that could well be a 

source of "real confusion" with regards to our worship and adoration of Christ and his Abiding 

Presence with us in the Blessed Sacrament.  Prayer in the Presence of Christ in the Blessed Sacra-

ment, it would seem, is an avenue of "better graces" or more "effective" graces, if the Blessed 

Sacrament is "exposed" on the altar, according to the mentality of an ever-growing number of 

individuals or groups that are pushing for the Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament in Holy Hours, 

all night vigils, etc.  Of course, some will assert quite strongly that their prayer is enhanced or 

more focused, if they are able to "see" the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament exposed on the altar. 

This may be true for some disciplined in contemplative prayer and adoration, but it may not nec-

essarily be the case for everyone participating in Holy Hours and other Eucharistic Devotions.  

The words of Jesus to Thomas, the Apostle, which we hear each year on the Second of Easter 

often come to my mind in discussions about these matters.  Jesus said to Thomas:  "Blessed are 

those who have not seen and have believed."  Ultimately, it is not the seeing with our eyes that 

enriches our prayer and devotion, but our capacity to "see" by the light of faith rooted deeply 

within our hearts. 

      My faith, along with my theological and pastoral studies for the priesthood, make it clear to 

me that it is the "same" Christ, the Son of the Living God, our Bread of Life, that we adore and 

worship in the Blessed Sacrament, whether reserved in the Tabernacle or "exposed" on the altar.  

Hence, if we are praying in the Presence of Christ in the Blessed Sacrament, and doing so with 

faith, with devotion, and with humble openness, the same timely, effective, and life-giving graces 

will flow from the heart of Christ to us, his beloved sons and daughters, whether the Blessed Sac-

rament is reserved in the Tabernacle or "exposed" on the altar.  After all, it is the same Christ, the 

Eternal Son of God, and in him there is no change!   Be sure to help your children understand this 

as well, so they cultivate the habit of stopping in church for prayer in the Presence of the Blessed 

Sacrament, and find their lives enriched by timely graces flowing from the heart of Christ through 

such prayer. 

     May the graces flowing from the Eucharist nourish, refresh and heal us, so that we might, in 

turn, bring these sources of blessings to one another in our daily living.  God bless you.
