"change of heart", we might turn our focus to the word "sacrifitte’s a word
found frequently on the pages of the Bible, in the context of our own prayers,
well as in our celebration of Mas8ased on the Latin roots of this word, "to
make holy", is a most basic or fundamental meaning of the word "sacrifice".

Some ordinary actions are "made holy", such as going down on our knees
when the purpose of such action is to display humility, adoration, a contrite
heart, or sincere love and devotion. This action is especially made holy as w
find ourselves on our knees entering into the Presence of the Living God. Sc

attic, when the purpose of such actions are to gather up some of life's accurr
ed treasures and make them available to those who lack many of life's basic
cessities.Some ordinary actions are "made holy", such as disposing of our tr:
Being willing to suffer the hassle and inconvenience of recycling as much of
own junk as possible allows us to be good stewards of God's gifts, especially
our natural resources. Doing so displays a greater mindfulness of others on
Planet Earth, who do not yet have a just share in earthigiVifey resources.

My Webster's Dictionary defines the word "sacrifice” as "something given
X' S Most of us speak about making sacrifices, which implies giving somethil
up that may involve some personal struggles, risks, costs, and reluc-
tance. "Making sacrifices" has to be quite intentional and deliberate because
too many impulses within each one of us seeks to impede the "good" we fee
compelled to do."Making sacrifices" of our precious time and earthly treasure
for the "good" of one's marriage and family, for the "good" of the parish or
neighbors in the community can so easily be thwarted by selfishness and laz
or the "l don't care/l can't be bothered" attitude.

Please be mindful of thisin the relationships we share with others in the mi

ple will be found in our own willingness to "make sacrifices" for their sake. T
is why the image of Jesus nailed to the Cross of Calvary is such a graphic de
tion of God's neveending love and care for all humanityhe "Innocent One"
takes on the sins of all humanity and makes the sacrifice of surrendering his
life in death, so that we might find freedom and life through the forgiveness a
our sins. With the outpouring of Jesus' Precious Blood on the Cross comes tt
outpouring of God's Divine Mercy. If Jesus did not care passionately about y
and me, his beloved sons and daughters, why would he deliberately and inte
tionally "make" this very costly sacrifice on our behalf?

Acquiring a new heart through the Season of Lent beckons us to assess ¢
