The Musings of Our Pastor       

     I would guess that whenever children or teens express defiance toward 
their parents it a source of real consternation, maybe even anger, for Mom 
and Dad.  In many areas of today's society, displays of defiance are usually 
not viewed to be virtuous and praiseworthy, for the most part.  Today, Octo-
ber 21st, is the Feast of St. Gaspar Del Bufalo, who is the Founder of the 
Missionaries of the Precious Blood.  An act of defiance, on the part of Gaspar 
as a young priest living in Rome, Italy, became a moment of great courage 
and heroic virtue, especially as he disobeyed the orders of the French Em-
peror Napoleon.  As Napoleon invaded Rome during the French Revolution, 
he proclaimed an end to the temporal power of the Pope, and ordered all 
priests to swear allegiance to himself or face the reality of imprisonment and 
exile.  On the morning of June 13, 1810, Gaspar was summoned to swear 
allegiance to Emperor Napoleon.  Gaspar, without hesitation or intimidation 
and fear, said:  "I cannot, I must not, I will not."  Because of such an act of 
defiance, he experienced imprisonment and exile.  During the period of his 
exile, though, Gaspar became aware that God was preparing  him to be the 
"Apostle of the Precious Blood", who would bring renewal to both clergy and 
society after the French Revolution, especially by preaching devotion to the 
Precious Blood of Jesus, the source of healing, reconciliation, and new life.   

     Given all the fads, persuasive influences, and mixed up values in our 21st 
Century world, a virtuous spirit of defiance seems like a necessary safeguard 
for faithfulness to the call of God in the mix of earthly life.  To have the back-
bone, the courage, the freedom from intimidation and fear to say "no" to 
whatever is clearly wrong, sinful, or hurtful in day-to-day situations requires a 
strong personal character, deeply-held convictions, and truckloads of grace 
from God!  Without such a virtuous spirit of defiance, though, we will find our-
selves going down destructive pathways in life and getting entangled with 
people or activities that end up being quite harmful to us in the long run.  Ob-
viously, any attempt to grow in holiness or likeness to Christ is simply 
doomed to failure, unless we nurture a virtuous spirit of defiance and stand 
up to everyone or everything that puts our right-relationship with the Lord in 
grave jeopardy.  Be forewarned, though, that such a spirit of defiance, as 
Gaspar found out, can bring some heavy crosses of suffering our 
way.  Those same crosses of suffering, by God's grace, can truly be the all-
important pathways for growth and maturity in our spiritual life, as was also 
the case for Gaspar. 

     St. Gaspar, Apostle of the Precious Blood, you would not be bullied by the 
powerful Emperor Napoleon into rejecting the authority of the Pope and his 
leadership over the Church as the Vicar of Christ.  May your faith, courage, 
and devotion to Christ inspire us to display the same virtuous spirit of defi-
ance, especially whenever we are being pressured in some way to prefer sin, 
worldly things or creature comforts over the enduring love of Christ, our Sav-

ior.  Blood of Christ, save us!.ðFr. Ken
