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 This weekend’s Readings present us 
with a very powerful statement: “You shall 
not molest or oppress an alien…If ever you 
wrong them… I will surely hear their cry.  
My wrath will flare up” (Ex. 22:20-26).  If we 
align this statement with the words of Jesus 

about which commandment in the law is the greatest:  “You shall 
love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your souls, and 
with all your mind,” and noting that the second is like it, “you shall 
love your neighbor as yourself” (Mt. 22:34-40), then we are given 
much to reflect upon in our day and age.  
 The reason why God gave specific and strict directives to 
the Israelites, not to molest or oppress an alien, is significant: They 
were once aliens themselves, so they should recognize aliens as 
people like themselves who deserve to be treated with kindness and 
justice.  In essence, doesn’t that apply to everyone who lives in 
North America today?  Perhaps the Native Americans can claim not 
to have an alien heritage, though even their ancient ancestors came 
to these lands from elsewhere.  But more than this, we live in a 
global village and every person is our neighbor. 
 Perhaps there is a way to look at this from another 
perspective.  Imagine this scenario:  you, or a member of your 
family, has incurred the hostility of a violent gang.  One day while 
taking a walk along neighborhood streets, the gang members spot 
you and begin to move toward you.  You begin to flee, convinced 
that your life is in danger.  You run faster and faster with the gang 
members in pursuit.   Seeing that they’re only a block away, you run 
to someone’s backyard, knock on the door, describe what is 
happening, and desperately plead for temporary shelter.  Imagine 
your reaction if the person who opens the door tells you, they are 
planning a cocktail party and trying to get their house ready for the 
guest who will arrive any minute.  In the distance you can see their 
children wrapped up in Xbox games while the person standing in 
front of you says, “Look, your problem is not my problem.  I can’t 
help you at this time.”  How would you respond?  How would you 
feel?  What would you do? 
 God also commands justice and care for the widow and the 
orphan.  In ancient times, these two groups had no means of support.  
“Widows and orphans” came to represent all the marginalized in 
society.  Jesus’ own example of care for the outcasts of society calls 
us, his disciples, to heed God’s commands to love all people, 
especially those in need. 
 Perhaps that is also why Pope Francis has designated for 
the first time a World Day of the Poor – to be marked each year on 
the 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The Holy Father reminds us that 
we are to “love not only in words or speech, but in “deed and in 
truth” (1 Jn 3:18).  These words “voice an imperative that no 
Christian may disregard.”
