We are pleased to have you join our faith community! 

 The word epiphany means a sudden revelation or stroke of 
insight that usually catches one unaware.  Today, on the Feast of the 
Epiphany of the Lord, as we recall the story of the Magi, we        
celebrate the manifestation, the revelation of the Lord not only to  
the Magi, but symbolically through them, to all the nations.   

The Magi are believed to be scholars of the esoteric       
sciences. They followed stars, harkened prophets, interpreted 
dreams. Their wisdom relied not only on calculations and            
documented proofs but also on impressions and intuitions. They 
scanned the night sky and watched for the brightest stars.  When 
they saw a new light in the sky, they took a chance; they risked  
journeying beyond their ken, and, as foreigners in a strange land, 
they discovered in an unusual place a couple with a child.  Then, in a 
sudden intuitive leap of understanding, they recognized that the One 
before them would be greater than all others.  They bowed down in 
homage, offered gifts, and returned home by a different path.  

The story of the magi and the reading from the prophet  
Isaiah are once again here to remind us that Emmanuel ï God with 
us ï is still waiting to be discovered, in the most unlikely places and 
by the most unusual people.  Perhaps today, we are being challenged 
to take Isaiahôs words to heart and ñRise up!ò ñYour light has come, 
the glory of the Lord shines upon you.ò Godôs light continues to 
shine, but we must open our eyes. We are reminded to seek, for God 
can indeed be found in the most unusual places, among unusual  
people, even those of our own household.  
 The Feast of Epiphany carries with it a wonderful tradition 
of ñchalking the doorsò of our homes with the current year and the 
letters CMB separated by crosses [20 + C + M + B + 19] and      
followed by a blessing.  The letters have two meanings. First, they 
represent the initials of the Magi ï Casper, Malchior, and Balthazar. 
They also abbreviate the Latin phrase, Christus mansionem          
benedicat:  ñMay Christ bless the house.ò The ñ+òsign represents the 
cross and 2019 is the year.  Inscribing these letters and numbers over 
a doorpost can certainly become a conversational piece or offer   
moments of education for children. Perhaps more importantly, this 
simple ritual of marking a door and offering a blessing can help us 
remember that our lives belong to Christ and that Emmanuel can be 
encountered within the home and the individuals who dwell within.  
 

 There are various rituals for the ñchalking of doors ñand 
blessing of a house which can be found online.  I offer you this 
blessing from the Carmelite Pre-novitiate Community at Carith 
House in Chicago.  
 
Lord God of heaven and earth, you revealed your only begotten Son 

to every nation by the guidance of a star. Bless this house and all 

who live here and all who visit. May we be blessed with health,  

kindness of heart, gentleness and the keeping of your law. Fill us 

with the light of Christ, that our love for each other may go out to 

all.  We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen.
