We have an Automated External Defilrillator !!�

In case of an emergency, Our Lady of Mount Carmel Church now 

has an Automated External Defibrillator (AED). The AED and its 

holding case were donated by the “In a Heartbeat” Organization.  

It was presented to Father Dolan and Program members on 

Wednesday June 13, 2018. The AED is located in the front of the 

church to the right of the Altar just before the entrance to the Sac-

risty. In case of an emergency the AED is easily accessible, please 

note an alarm will sound when the AED’s case door is opened.�

An automated external defibrillator (AED) is a portable device 

that checks the heart rhythm and can send an electric shock to the 

heart to try to restore normal function. AEDs are used to treat sud-

den cardiac arrest (SCA). SCA is a condition in which the heart 

suddenly and unexpectedly stops beating. The AED is user friend-

ly and verbally guides the user through the process. A special
