                                       Saints of the Week                                                      
Monday, Oct.16: St. Hedwig,: Also known as Jaswiga, she was the 

daughter of Count Berthold IV of  Andechs, Bavaria, where she was born. She was               

educated at Kitzingen Monastery in Franconia and when she was twelve, she was                    

married to Duke Henry of Silesia. In 1202, Henry, at Hedwigôs request built a Cistercian 

monastery for nuns at Trebnitz, the first monastery for women is Silesia.                                                    

Tuesday, Oct.17: St. Ignatius of Antioch: Perhaps a disciple of St. John, legend has 

him appointed and consecrated bishop of Antioch by St. Peter after Peter left the death-

bed of Evodius, previous bishop of the see. He governed for forth years but was arrested  

during the persecution. He was sent to Rome, when the ship he was sent on reached 

Rome, he was greeted by crowds of Christians, but he received ill treatment from his 

captors. He arrived in Rome in December 20, the last day of public games, was escorted 

to the amphitheater, and there was killed by lions in the arena. A detailed description of 

the trip as well as 7 letters on the Trinity, Incarnation Redemption, marriage, and the            

Eucharist are copied by a deacon named Philo, and among the most important of the    

earliest Christian writings. 

Wednesday, Oct. 18: St. Luke:The Author of the third gospel and the Acts of the 

Apostles . He was a physician (Col 4:14), accompanied Paul on his second missionary                  

journey , was the leader of the Christian community in Philippi, and then at the age of 57              

rejoined Paul on his third missionary journey. He was with Paul in Pone during Paul's                    

imprisonment. After Paul's death in 66, he seems to have gone to Greece. An improbable 

legend has him the painter of several portraits of Mary. His Acts is the story of the growth of 

the Church under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit. He is believed to have died at Boetia 

when eighty –four. He is the patron of painters and physicians. 

Thursday, Oct.19 St. Isaac Jogues : A French Jesuit, St Isaac Jogues later became 

part of the North American martyrs. He spread the gospel among the Huron nation in 

Canada. Once captured by the Iroquois Mohawk tribe, he escaped only to return the next 

year and negotiate a peace treaty with the sane tribe. His continued contact with the               

Mohawks brought about his martyrdom after the tribe named St. Isaac as the cause of a 

crop failure and executed him in 1646. 

Friday, Oct. 20, St. Paul of the Cross: The eldest son of impoverished noble 

parents, he adopted a lifestyle of rigorous austerity and great mortifications . He joined 

the army then came home to a life of prayer and penance. He had a vision of the Blessed 

Mother in which she told him to found a religious order devoted to preaching the passion 

of Christ. With his brother John the Baptist, who became his inseparable companion and 

closest confidant he went to Rome. He preached to tremendous crowds.

Ever pray really hard for something only to be  disappointed in the 
outcome?
