Pastorõs Ponderings 

This weekend we honor all the men and women who have 

served in the armed forces of our country, whether living or 

dead. As we remember and honor them, we realize that it does 

not matter if they were on the front lines of a shooting war, or 

in a support position stateside in relative safety. They answered 

a call to serve, and in giving of themselves, they allowed the 

whole organization to operate more completely. My father said 

of his time in the Navy, one could not control what was going 

to be asked of a sailor, he or she simply needed to be ready to 

respond when they were asked (or commanded!) There is a 

parallel in todayôs Gospel. The Temple tax did more than 

maintenance the physical Temple. The money also would have 

been used to help the poor and the strengthening of Judaism.  

Obviously, the more money raised, the greater good that can be 

accomplished. The contributions of the rich are not insignifi-

cant, but according to Jesus, neither is the gift of the widow, 

and for different reasons.  The gift of the rich creates a larger 

bottom line, but it may not personally enlighten the giver. He 

or she may feel good about their action, but the implication of 

Jesus is that they did not donate essential money. They would 

have plenty to go on vacation, eat whatever they desired, and 

purchase whatever caught their eye. The widow had not contin-

gency funds. Her gift meant that she would go without, and she 

has few possessions or resources to start. Her gift changes her 

life. We are challenged to understand that our gifts matter. If 

we believe this, then how we choose what to give matters. Giv-

ing last yearôs pumpkin pie filling can to the food pantry be-

cause you prefer to purchase one from a bakery and want to 

free up cupboard space is probably not going to draw  one-

closer to the poor or God. Choosing not to purchase Christmas 

gifts for your family and helping a family in great need with 

the money saved will transform your lives. For Jesus, the im-

portance of every action (or every action we do not do) lies in 

the questions of why? Why am I doing this thing and not an-

other, why now and not at a different time, why here and not 

over there, etc? Our intentions matter almost as much as our 

actions. To all our veterans, thank you for your service. To all 

our disciples, thank you for your responses to God. May we 

continue to explore our motivations and make them as Christ 

like as we can!!
