My dear parishioners: 
 
 This day, Palm Sunday, marks the beginning of Holy Week.  This is the holiest time 
of the year for Christians.  During this week we recall Our Lordôs triumphant entrance into 
Jerusalem (Palm Sunday), the institution of the Eucharist with his final supper with his 
disciples (Holy Thursday), his betrayal, condemnation, suffering and death (Good Friday) 
and his triumphant resurrection from the dead (Easter Sunday).  Everything about our 
Christian faith leads us to the events of this holy week and everything about our Christian 
faith flows from this same paschal mystery.  There is no time of the year when we should 
be more fervent in our prayer, more attentive to the elements of our faith and more  
intense in the celebration of the liturgies of the Church, than during Holy Week.  I  
encourage you to participate as fully as possible into this one celebration of our faith, 
spread over the three holy days of the Triduum.   
 On Holy Thursday we will celebrate the Mass of the Lordôs Supper at 7 PM.  It was at 
the Lordôs Last Supper that he instituted the Eucharist through the Passover meal, and his 
priesthood of service through the washing of his disciplesô feet.  At the conclusion of the 
Mass we will solemnly process to the Family Center where the Blessed Sacrament will 
remain on the altar until midnight.  You are encouraged to spend some time in quiet  
prayer with the Lord during these hours, just as the apostles of the Lord remained with 
him on the Mount of Olives on the first Holy Thursday.  
 On Good Friday at 3 PM we will celebrate the Passion of the Lord.  This is a blessed 
opportunity for us to recall in prayer the profound suffering our Lord endured so that we 
could be ransomed from our sin.  During this service we will reverence the wood of the 
cross and humbly receive the Lord in Holy Communion.  From the morning until the Good 
Friday service and from after the service until evening, you are invited to come to church 
at any time as individuals or a family and pray the Stations of the Cross.  There will be 
copies of the Stations of the Cross available for you to use for this devotion.  
 The preeminent liturgy of our year is the celebration of the Easter Vigil, which begins 
at 8:30 PM, after nightfall on Holy Saturday evening. St. Augustine called the Easter Vigil 
the ñmother of all vigilsò for it brings together in a seamless liturgical celebration the 
many aspects of our life in Christ.  In a way it is like celebrating the ñbaptism of the 
Churchò for through the many symbols of the Easter Vigil liturgy we experience the birth 
of the Church and renew our own re -births into Christ.   
  The ceremony begins outdoors with the blessing of the Easter fire and the Easter 
Candle.  We then go on a journey of salvation history by listening to readings from Sacred 
Scripture, culminating with the singing of the Alleluia and a Gospel reading of the  
resurrection of the Lord.  
 Having moved from Light to the Word, we now move from the Word to the Water.  
In a moving gesture, the Easter Candle, the light of Christ, is placed into the baptismal 
font to bless the water and to symbolize that Christ first made the water holy by  
entering into the waters at his own baptism.  Following the ancient custom of the early 
centuries, at this point in our liturgy we will with great joy welcome into the Catholic 
Church through baptism (or profession of faith) and confirmation our brothers and sisters 
who have been on a faith journey that has led them to this night. That which we proclaim 
about the death and resurrection of Christ in this beautiful Easter Vigil, we now  
experience as these men and women receive the graces that flow from the sacraments of 
the Church.   
 Having moved from the Word to the Water, we now move from the Water to the 
Food of Life.  This Mass is truly a Pasch (a passing over) as we celebrate that by Christôs 
death and resurrection he has passed from death to life and we enter into his paschal 
mystery by our celebration of the Eucharist where we receive the Lord, once slain, who 
lives forever.  Though the liturgy is long at approximately 2.5 hours, it is profoundly rich 
and worth every minute. For parishioners who do not wish to attend the Easter Vigil or 
are unable to do so, we will also celebrate Easter with Mass on Sunday at 9:00 AM.   
I ask you to keep holy this Holy Week.  Allow yourself to enter as fully as possible into its 
profound and remarkable graces.
