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WHAT A SAINT IS ï AND WHAT A SAINT AINôT 
 
Our parishôs menôs group watched a brief video a couple of months ago which presented the spirituality of St. 

Josemar²a Escriv§, a Spanish saint and founder of the Catholic movement Opus Dei.  One of my favorite 
parts of it was that it showed live video footage of him speaking at different conferences all over the world.  I 
have grown in a personal devotion to St. Josemar²a over the past few years; so, to hear the particular way that 

he spoke, to see his mannerisms, to get a feel for his sense of humor, and to witness the profound impact his 
presence had on people is incredibly inspiring to me.  In fact, it moves me deeply to watch those videos. 
 

I had a similar experience as I was preparing this bulletin article and thinking of all the saints that have been 
canonized whom you and I have never even heard of.  There are thousands of them!  So, I found an article on 
Wikipedia entitled ñChronological list of saints and blesseds in the 20th centuryò ï in it, there is a huge list of 

men and women who died between the years 1900-2000 who have been canonized or beatified.  As you scroll 
down the list and let your cursor hover over a saintôs name, a small box comes up with a brief biography of 
that person.  Sometimes the bio has a picture, too.  To see those pictures produced the same reaction: it 
moves my heart to see so many people from so many walks of life who each answered the call of God in their 

own unique way and became holy precisely in the circumstances in which God placed them. 
 
Which brings me to my point: often, we have a picture of what a saint is in our minds which is incomplete, 

even flawed.  We imagine people kneeling in a dark room, having little interaction with others, holing 
themselves up and escaping the world to find God.  Or we consider their lives or their circumstances to have 
been more favorable toward holiness than our lives or our culture or our circumstances.  In the end, we can 

fall into the trap of imagining that God has a cookie cutter in heaven that he uses to make saints who, once 
formed according to the mold, get sent into the world. 
 

But, the incredible variety of the saints over the millennia of Church history points to the infinite creativity of 
holiness.  The roster (or ñcanonò) of saints includes those who were born into good families and bad; faithful 

and hedonistic ones; it includes those who had easy lives and those who fought in wars; it includes clergy, 
religious, and laity alike; it has those who lived under the threat of martyrdom, those who fled Communism, 
those who enjoyed the Catholic culture of the high Middle Ages, and those who first learned of Christ only at 

a very late age; there are extraverts and introverts; rich and poor; those who were the life of the party and 
those who lived as hermits.  Yet, despite the immense differences between them, each of them responded to 
their unique circumstances and the call of the Holy Spirit in their lives.  They became an image of Christ in 
their own particular way.  It was never a cookie-cutter holiness; it was never imitation or mimicry of someone 

else.  Rather, the saints were absolutely themselves while belonging absolutely to Christ.  And that quality 
inspired others around them, as they still inspire me. 
 

On Thursday, November 1 we celebrate All Saints Day.  It is a day in which we recognize all of the saints in 
who are in heaven, but not yet on our register of saints on earth.  In truth, only those who are saints ever go to 
heaven.  What a great motivation, then, for us to strive to be a saint in our own unique way, too ï and so 

allow the infinite creativity of holiness to find yet another expression in each one of us.
